“The direction we’re going to take from here on out. Now that my theory that you were the one responsible for all this has collapsed, I’m lost at sea here.”

“Sorry about that.”

“Spare me your sarcasm.”

“So why not find out who the real culprit is? I know that’s easier said than done, but it seems like losing this preconception that I’m the one responsible is a major development.”

Your confidence is going to take a big hit if you’re told you’re ugly ten thousand times, even if the people were joking.”

“Sure.”

“It’s the same with Maria. After you professed your love to her three thousand times, she couldn’t help but acknowledge your existence. This is Maria we’re talking about here. Even she must have felt something when you said she was your enemy.”
