In colder regions they’d become immune to lower temperatures and even siphon heat from other living things.” 
 
    “Oozes have no eyes or mouth or features of any kind. They move around with what we assume is a form of echolocation, like a bat,” the senior student continued as the royal children listened closely.  
 
    “They are roughly spherical in shape. At the center of their body lies their core; a nucleus of sorts, made of the same material as the rest of the body, but harder.     Ever since I’d awoken I had felt that my control over my transformations and limbs had improved. I could now make eleven tentacles at once and maintain my bipedal shape for up to three hours straight.  
 
    “Before we start, what do you know about magic?” 
 
    “Magic is a fundamental force of nature. It is typically undetectable by normal senses and exists within everything, even if not everyone can use it,” Liliana recited. 
 
    “Correct. All living things have magic, and by extension mana. This is because mana is generated by the soul. And all living beings have a soul. Some creatures, like insects, have barely recognizable souls, while a more complex and self-aware organism like a human has a larger soul and corresponding pool of mana. Detect Magic’s one downside is that it only pinpoints magic and does not automatically detail what that magic is,” Petrus explained, jotting his words down on the blackboard. 
 
    “As for Detect Poison, I know that the life of an aristocrat can be dangerous, and courtly intrigue means that everyone of a noble or distinct peerage would want to know this spell to avoid assassinations. As for commoners, it is useful to avoid dangerous plants and animals which can appear without warning beyond the city’s walls. Of course it cannot detect all threats. As the near fatal events at the Adventurer’s ball could attest to not everything that could kill you was toxic at first glance,” the young tutor warned. “Now, what else can you cast?” 
 
    The next spell my owner prepared was barely noticeable. A flicker of brief mana and she turned her head to face a corner of the room.  
 
    “Find North?” Petrus inquired, and the princess nodded still facing the wall before turning back to her teacher.  
 
    “Very good. Find North is a very simple spell, only able to point out the direction in question. The easiest to cast in fact. Quick question: Do you know about how we measure mana, in both people and in spells?” 
 
    “Mana is measured in Points, correct? All humans have some mana that they can use, and it grows with use and practice. As for spells, Detect Magic requires five ‘points’ of mana to be cast, same as Detect Poison. More complex and powerful spells need more mana, and thus use up more ‘points,’” Liliana explained and the older mage nodded.

With Detect Good and Detect Evil you can quickly tell what kind of foe you face, the sort of magical tools you should use, or the preemptive knowledge that there is a threat or safe zone ahead,” Petrus explained. “Of course, the odds of you ever actually needing to use them are slim. I just want you to be able to practice them, as they are considered Level 1 Spells, much more difficult and expensive in terms of mana to perform.”
