    The half-brothers Arithon s'Ffalenn, Master of Shadow, and Lysaer s'Ilessid, gifted with Light, exiled through West Gate, are met as they arrive on Athera by the Fellowship Sorcerer Asandir and Dakar, the Mad Prophet, whose West Gate Prophecy forecast the defeat of the Mistwraith, Desh-thiere, and return of the sunlight that had been lost to Athera for five hundred years.


    Arithon meets his beloved, Elaira, who is under a life vow of service to the celibate order of the enchantresses of the Koriathain.

    The Mistwraith is contained at Ithamon by Lysaer and Arithon and driven into captivity through their combined powers of Light and Shadow.


    The Fellowship Sorcerers' effort to crown Arithon as High King, and re-instate Rathain's monarchy fails when the Mistwraith places the half-brothers under its curse: they will be enemies, bent upon each other's destruction until one or the other lies dead.


    War follows. Lysaer, whose cardinal virtue is the s'Ilessid gift of justice, leads a war host ten thousand strong from Etarra against Arithon, who is backed by the clansmen in Strakewood Forest. Lysaer and Etarra lose eight thousand men, and the clans suffer the Massacre at Tal Quorin, when Etarran head-hunters destroy their women and children to draw the fighting men into the open. To spare his allies, Arithon is forced to use his mage talent to kill. And in the aftermath of this massive insult to his royal gift of compassion, he loses access to all facets of his trained mastery. Survivors of the debacle made possible by his sacrifice include fourteen young boys, named as Companions, and Earl Jieret, twelve years of age, who becomes Arithon's 'shadow behind the throne' - or caithdein.


    Lysaer returns to Etarra to begin the alliance of town forces against Arithon and court his beloved, Talith.


    Arithon apprentices himself to the Masterbard, Halliron, and takes on the disguised persona of Medlir to deny his half-brother, and the directive of the curse, a fixed target.

    The Fellowship Sorcerers reinstate crown rule in Havish, under High King Eldir. In redress for irresponsible conduct, Dakar the Mad Prophet is assigned to Arithon's protection.

    Dakar tries to escape his charge and links up with Halliron and 'Medlir' on the eastshore, whereupon his scapegrace behaviour with town authorities in Jaelot leads to Halliron's death and Arithon's breaking his disguise, then achieving the title of Masterbard of Athera.


    Arithon relocates down the eastshore en route to the southcoast, with Dakar's escapades earning him the enmity of the powerful clan family of Duke Bransian s'Brydion of Alestron.


    Elaira receives her longevity from the Koriani Order for the purpose of keeping track of Arithon, since the sisterhood considers him a danger.


    Lysaer solidifies his alliance of town interests, rebuilds the ruined citadel at Avenor, marries Talith, and begins his manoeuvres to claim ancestral title to rulership of Tysan.


    Against the climate of building war, Arithon founds a shipyard in the fishing village of Merior, where he constructs blue-water sailing vessels with intent to escape to sea. He meets and befriends two fatherless twin children, Fiark and Feylind. He encounters Elaira, under orders from her Prime to involve herself in Arithon's affairs. Their affection deepens when a joint attempt to heal an injured fisherman creates an empathic link between them.

    Lysaer leads a war host to Rathain, with intent to sail south and crush Arithon in the fishing village of Merior. But Arithon hears, and uses wiles and Shadow to trigger the Mistwraith's curse beforetime. Inflamed to insane rage, Lysaer burns the fleet he intended to transport his war host, leaving his campaign stranded and delaying his assault through the winter.


    Arithon's escape plan suffers a set-back when a rancorous, displaced field-captain from Alestron burns his shipyard at Merior, with only one vessel left fit to be salvaged.

    On the run as war builds, Arithon takes refuge in the strategically difficult terrain in Vastmark. Faced by a war host and impossible odds, he takes Lysaer's wife Talith as a captive to stall the onset of open war.

    Talith is ransomed by Lysaer, under auspice of the Fellowship Sorcerers and High King Eldir. Although she is safely returned, the experience leaves an irreparable rift in her marriage.


    Lysaer masses his war host, thirty-five thousand strong, and marches on Arithon's smaller force in Vastmark. Arithon resorts to desperate measures to turn them, including the Massacre at the Havens, in which five hundred of Lysaer's men are killed outright. The tactic fails, and is followed by the main engagement at Dier Kenton Vale, in which twenty thousand Alliance troops die in one day in a shale slide.


    The campaign collapses at the onset of winter, with Duke Bransian s'Brydion of Alestron changing sides and forging a covert alliance with Arithon.


    Faced with a ruinous defeat, Lysaer decides to create a faith-based following and cast Arithon as evil incarnate.


    Arithon escapes to sea to search for the lost Paravian races, who, as Ath's gift to redeem the world, offer hope he might break the Mistwraith's curse. Feylind sails as his navigator, and Fiark is apprenticed with a merchant-factor in the town of Innish.


    The Prime Matriarch of the Koriani Order casts an augury showing that Arithon will cause her downfall. Since she is aging and has only one flawed candidate in line for her succession, and her death will cause an irreparable loss of the sisterhood's knowledge, she becomes Arithon's inveterate enemy.


    Still in love with Arithon, Elaira saves the life of an infant during childbirth in the grass-lands of Araethura. Named Fionn Areth, he owes her a life debt, and a prophecy entangles him with Arithon's fate.


    Back at Avenor to rebuild his following, Lysaer sets the clanborn who refuse to join his alliance to eradicate the Master of Shadow under a decree of slavery. His estrangement with Talith leads to her incarceration.

    For endorsing slave labour, Lysaer is cast out of the Fellowship's compact, which allows Mankind the right to inhabit Athera.

  


  
    5649


    The Prime Matriarch of the Koriathain confronts the Fellowship Sorcerers to lift restrictions imposed on her sisterhood and the use of their grand focus in their Great Waystone. The petition meets with refusal, sealing her determination to take Arithon captive and use him as leverage to force the Sorcerers to accede to her order's demands.

    Arithon fails in his search for the Paravians. He returns to the continent and discovers Lysaer is enslaving the clanborn. This leads him to infiltrate Lysaer's shipyard at Riverton, to steal vessels and assist the clansmen in their effort to escape the persecution of Lysaer's Alliance by fleeing to sanctuary in Havish.

    The Prime Matriarch of the Koriathain sets a trap to take Arithon by suborning his covert colleagues at the Riverton shipworks, only to have her grand plan undone by ambitious meddling on the part of her sole candidate for succession, Lirenda. The trap springs, but Arithon escapes into a grimward, chased by a company of men allied with Lysaer, under the captaincy of Sulfin Evend.

    Lysaer's wife Talith is murdered by a conspiracy in his own council, with her death made to appear as a suicide. Sulfin Evend survives the grimward and is appointed to the rank of Alliance Commander at Arms.


    The Koriathain fail to forge an alliance with Lysaer against Arithon, and in disgrace for her meddling, Lirenda decides to claim the life debt owed by Fionn Areth to Elaira. The child is shapechanged to mature as Arithon's double, to be used as bait in a second, more elaborate trap to achieve his capture.

    Of their own accord, the s'Brydion duke's brothers decide to avenge the mishap at Riverton, against Arithon's better judgement. When an argument with Parrien leads to injury, Arithon is awarded the service of two trusted s'Brydion retainers, Vhandon and Talvish.

    Lysaer marries Lady Ellaine as a political expedient. On the day of the wedding, the s'Brydion vengeance plan destroys Lysaer's fleet and his shipyard at Riverton. Sulfin Evend's uncle, Raiett Raven, joins Alliance service as Lysaer's advisor and is eventually appointed as High Chancellor of Etarra.

    Lysaer and Ellaine's child, Prince Kevor, is born.

    Ellaine learns that her predecessor, Princess Talith, died as a victim of murder, arranged by Lysaer's council at Avenor.

    The Koriani plot to trap Arithon using Fionn Areth sends the boy into the town of Jaelot, where he is taken and condemned, mistaken for the Master of Shadow. Arithon is drawn ashore to prevent the death of an innocent accused in his stead. On winter solstice day, Fionn Areth is snatched from the scaffold. The Koriani conspiracy fails, with Lirenda disgraced and Elaira exonerated.


    Now desperate and dying, with no available successor, the Prime Matriarch seizes her moment and distracts the Fellowship Sorcerers by inciting a sweeping upset of the energetic balance of the world. Although she fails to take Arithon captive, she successfully resolves her predicament by taking over a younger candidate, Selidie, in possession. As 'Selidie' assumes the mantle of Prime power, the Sorcerers' hands are tied. The upset has left the Mistwraith itself on the verge of escaping from containment, and other, equally dangerous predators left by the absent Paravian races pose further perils.


    As the terrifying portents unleashed by Morriel's meddling cause sweeping panic, young Prince Kevor settles the riot that erupts in Lysaer's absence at Avenor. The brilliant statesmanship earns the young prince the love of the populace and the undying enmity of Lysaer's High Priest, Cerebeld.

    Fionn Areth's idealistic belief that Arithon is a criminal spoils the free escape from Jaelot. Alone, under pursuit by Alliance troops and Koriathain, Arithon is set to flight over the mountains and into Daon Ramon Barrens.


    Young Prince Kevor is entrapped by the machinations of High Priest Cerebeld, and although he survives to become an adept of Ath's Brotherhood, his presumed death sends his mother Ellaine into flight to escape Lysaer's corrupt council at Avenor.


    While Dakar and Fionn Areth are diverted to Rockfell Peak to assist the short-handed Fellowship Sorcerers' recontainment of the Mistwraith, the clans of Rathain, under Jieret, are left to face the combined Alliance war host, under command of Lysaer and Sulfin Evend. With their help, Arithon escapes the troop cordon that has closed to take him, but at cost of seven Companions' lives and Jieret's execution by Lysaer.


    To evade capture, Arithon is driven into the dread maze under Kewar cavern, built by the Sorcerer Davien the Betrayer, whose hand originally caused the uprising that unseated the high kings and heated the conflict between town and clanborn. Arithon survives the arduous challenge of the maze, achieves mastery over the Mistwraith's curse, and recovers his mage talent. He takes sanctuary there, under guest welcome of Davien.


    Defeated, since none dare follow Arithon's passage through the maze, Lysaer and the disheartened remains of his troop depart for Avenor.


    After the successful reconfiguration of the wards containing the Mistwraith, Dakar and Fionn Areth are foiled in their plan to rendezvous with Feylind's ship, Evenstar, when the Koriathain attack them in a wayside tavern. To rejoin Arithon's retainers, Vhandon and Talvish, who await them at Duke Bransian's citadel at Alestron, they must continue their journey afoot. When they reach the fortress, a prank of Dakar's runs Fionn Areth afoul of their s'Brydion hosts, resulting in the grass-lander's imprisonment in the duke's dungeon.

    Across the continent, the defeated remains of the Alliance war host are en route to Avenor, when Lord Commander Sulfin Evend discovers that Lysaer is trapped under the influence of the Grey Kralovir necromancers, through dark blood rites initiated by the priest server used to locate the enemy. To salvage his liege from evil practice, he solicits the learned help of the wise woman Enithen Tuer. She informs him that he is directly related to the s'Gannley lineage, in outbred descent, and, in return for knowledge and a knife with the arcane properties needed to free Lysaer from enslavement, insists that Sulfin Evend swear a caithdein's oath to the land. Sulfin Evend is forced to compromise his honour by accepting, since he knows no other way to save Lysaer from Kralovir influence, or defend against the cult influence that also has suborned the high council at Avenor.


    Arithon, still in recovery in Kewar with Davien, learns that he has awakened the ancient rogue talent for prophetic far-sight, latent in his mother's lineage.


    Meantime, the stress introduced to the earth's lane tides by the Koriani bid to upset the Fellowship Sorcerers resulted in aberrant weather and crop failures in the western kingdoms. Threat of famine sends Feylind's brig, Evenstar, to Havish, bearing relief supplies. There, to avoid open war. King Eldir asks her to transport Lysaer's runaway wife. Princess Ellaine, eastward to sanctuary with the s'Brydion. The duke dispatches her to a safer refuge with the master spellbinder, Verrain, at Methisle, who in turn, remands her case to the Fellowship Sorcerers, who arrange for a permanent residence with Ath's Brotherhood, at Spire. There, she is met by her lost son Kevor, now become an adept. This information, returned to Avenor by spies, gives Lysaer's cursed nature the opening to move for war against Alestron, on grounds of treason. He bides his time to launch the campaign, preferring to determine the truth in the charges himself.


    At Alestron, Feylind boards Dakar and Fionn Areth upon Evenstar's departure, only to have her brig targeted by Koriathain, who send a plague of fiends to sink the ship and force Arithon to leave his refuge at Kewar to defend his friends. Arithon defeats the assault by tapping the powers of the Paravian sword, Alithiel, and in the process, learns that his shadows have the power to suppress and even manipulate the fiends to do his bidding. He then turns the tables, with Selidie Prime left with the Great Waystone polluted by an iyat, as his machination turns her own spell in reverse.

    During their winter return, Lysaer and Sulfin Evend successfully curb the Kralovir cult's incursion at Avenor. The council hall is left a total ruin in the aftermath. While both men know an enclave still infiltrates the Alliance in Etarra, the active influence of Desh-thiere's curse makes Lysaer too murderously unreasonable for Sulfin Evend to act on the danger.


    Meantime, the Alliance and Lysaer's religion have won enough towns to their cause to threaten the clan enclaves that protect the free wilds across the continent. Throughout the spring and summer, Arithon uses every talented skill he possesses, including iyats, to engineer embarrassing incidents and humorous attacks on the Light's followers, knowing the ridicule will eventually draw Lysaer into the south. His tight and intricate plan aims to pin Lysaer down there, then stop the spread of the false faith, end the persecution, and bring a lasting peace between town and clan to protect the free wilds that the Paravian presence requires for survival. But he fails to win the powerful and cantankerous s'Brydion duke into support. This forces Arithon to sever his relationship with Alestron and refuse them his backing, since his rogue talent forecasts the involvement of Desh-thiere's curse, and the near certainty of their utter defeat. He will not countenance being a party to war, and the brutal sack of Alestron that will likely follow should the Alliance come to attack.


    On the heels of such set-back, the Fellowship Sorcerers lay a summons on Arithon to help them curb the Kralovir necromancers. The cult's invasive foothold in Lysaer's following at Etarra now poses a consummate danger, with Lysaer on the move with determined intent to muster the eastshore to arms to destroy Alestron. The hope of peace Arithon has worked to achieve is brought to a premature end and leaves his clan allies in deeper jeopardy than ever before, as he must abandon his efforts and travel at speed to Etarra.


    His journey takes him by way of Halwythwood, where his effort to console young Jeynsa s'Valerient for her father's loss also misfires. Further, his one opportunity to consummate his undying love for Elaira is forced to an unrequited end by the dreadful discovery that the Prime Matriarch has laid a spell seal on his beloved, with intent to engineer the birth of their talented child for the co-opted use of the order.


    Left emotionally raw, aware that Lysaer is building another armed campaign to ruin every trust built among his vulnerable clan allies, Arithon must move on to Etarra where, at risk of his life and sanity, he uses innovative tactics and successfully annihilates every standing member of the Kralovir cult. In the aftermath, the Sorcerer Davien rescues him and transfers him to the focus circle at Sanpashir to recuperate.

  Now, with the peace plan ruined, and the demise of the Kralovir taking out several of the Light's highly placed officials, including Etarra's High Chancellor, fear has galvanized town interests against the Master of Shadow. The curse of Desh-thiere is wakened, driving Lysaer and the Alliance of Light to target the s'Brydion as Arithon's collaborator. War is building to raze the citadel at Alestron, with a troop muster sweeping the entire eastshore of the continent and Sulfin Evend recruiting on the southcoast. The season is summer, and the year, Third Age 5671.

  On the night that the portents had named to the elders, stars blazed in white splendour over the obsidian sands of Sanpashir. Their icy light flooded the vista in mercury, knifed with black shade where the ruin cast shadow over a landscape of crumpled dunes. As the signs had bespoken, when the hour foretold by the seers became manifest, the laid pattern of the Paravian stone circle did not arouse to harness the raw powers of the elements. Lane forces did not waken. The indigo coils of starred light did not bloom, as they would for the workings of Sorcerers.


  Where nothing had been but barren stone and the trackless waste of bare sand, the figure of the man just arrived seemed to shimmer, then settle into firm form. Naked, he sprawled as though asleep at the grand junction of the ancient focus.


  His appearance summoned the tribesfolk who lurked, alert and waiting amid the cragged ruin. They sang. Soft chanting that whispered under the starlight: of a hope renewed, promised to them for millennia. They moved out of cover, silently approached. Their seamed hands were gentle as they gathered him up and wrapped his chilled frame in rough blankets. His skin was not marked, except by old scars. Yet the rifts that he bore in the weave of his aura ran deeper than flesh, bone, and blood.


  'Keir've arish the oldest cautioned in dialect. Take him most softly.' She pressed forward, brushed back the man's tangled, black hair, and touched a crabbed finger to still the lips that quivered as though to cry out from a nightmare memory of an unbearable agony. The shock to his life-force has been deep and harsh. He must not arouse through our handling.'


  Such damage demanded their vigilant care. Many hands lent assistance. Attentive to need, swift and silent, the desert-folk lifted his form, without jostling.

  The waves crashing onto the black shingle at Sanpashir's cliff head had a muttering voice all their own. From the decks of the Sunwheel Alliance's flagship, under the ghostly flutter of the gold-blazoned banners, Sulfin Evend watched the white spume jet up and subside, bright and brief as the sparkle of diamond. Sable waters reflected the brilliance of stars, small light to his dark apprehension. This brooding shore-line of rock was a desolate destination. Only adamant use of his superior rank had brought the state galley to anchor. This territory was proscribed, demarked as free wilds, and no town-born man's place to trespass. Even the lord who held the command of the Alliance of Light's amassed war host should shun the prospect of landing.


  Sulfin Evend took no comfort from the disciplined industry of the deck-crew, launching off the small tender at his insistence.   Sulfin Evend breathed in the sea air, freighted with blown salt and the rock-scented dew swept off the crags of the headland. 'Because the cause that we serve is grievously flawed. Hourly, more troop-laden warships hove in. Anchored hulls jammed the coves like teeth in a trap, until the expectant tension locked down, cranked as an overtaut drumhead.

  Then dreadful, uneasy quiet descended, filled by the croaks of the wheeling ravens, and the rattle of chain, as the drum winches were turned to draw in the span bridge. More men dismantled the cross-links that supported the boardwalk. When its length wrapped the drum, and the slender thread of the stay-chain was left rocking over the chasm, the stalwart volunteers at the Wyntok Gate sawed the anchor pin at the stanchion.


  The chain fell with a mournful whistle of air; splashed into the white flood in the channel under the cliff.


  The town was cut off from the ancient keeps that crowned the island promontory. Four men, now alone, made the last preparations: lowered the grilles and barred the armoured gates at the Wyntok gap. A rushed word of parting, a wrist shake for luck: split into pairs, they retired atop the flanking towers to stare down the face of death.

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  VI. Counterstrokes


  The eagle who was the live construct of a Sorcerer soared over the plain of Orvandir. Each flap of broad wings engaged powerful spellcraft that shifted both air and earth. Gliding on thermals, the bird passed over the town of Six Towers. His flight flickered a shadow across the beaten track of the trade-road, where the creeping industry of commerce goaded the caravans southbound towards Atchaz.


  He skimmed by that town's baked, saffron walls, then the angular sprawl of its compounds and silk sheds to a hiss of knifed wind, parted by razor-edged primaries. The eagle banked into a lazy circle. His lofty presence scattered the mayor's outbound messenger pigeons into fluttering panic, before his yellow beak turned to the east. His course bent to follow the watercourse that gleamed like kinked ribbon, and whose stepped, silver waterfalls snagged the shaded channel of the River Lienriel, which crossed into the free wilds of Alland.


  The raised wardings of the Paravian marker stones acknowledged the eagle's request. His presence crossed their ranging protections and ignited a brief shimmer of golden light. The display passed unseen by the party of scouts hunting for game on the river-bank. Unchallenged, the avian predator swooped inside the guarded borders of Selkwood.


  His strafing descent set him down in a clearing, a stone's throw from the secluded encampment surrounding Lord Erlien's lodge tent. There, the black-haired subject he sought did not fail to mark the intrusion.


  Arithon Teir'sTfalenn laid down the strap leather his lock-stitches were fashioning into a shoulder sling for Alithiel's scabbard. 'You don't need to perch in a tree to intimidate. Why not converse from the ground? Let Kyrialt adjust to unannounced harbingers without thinking I talk to myself for no reason.'


  To the liegeman, whose scout's instincts were already ruffled, and whose hand had snapped to his sword-hilt, Arithon explained, 'The day Davien alighted upon the Evenstar's taffrail, his surprise visit stunned the wits out of Feylind's deck-hands.'


  That statement as warning, the eagle unfolded its majestic wing-span and glided down from the limb overhead.


  Unsmiling, Arithon watched the descent, still musing in piquant afterthought. 'You haven't come here to recoup your loaned cloak?'


  'Which won't be found where Feylind's ship's steward last stored it!' came the acerbic reply. 'You are criminally careless with gifts, Teir's'Ffalenn.'


  What alighted was no longer a bird, but two-legged. The Sorcerer's trim height wore a tailored jerkin and hose, flame-coloured in orange and russet. He had a narrow, intelligent face, with greying, fox hair tumbled over straight shoulders. One tapered hand bore a citrine ring, and the boots fitted over his elegant calves were cuffed in costly black lynx. His striking mantle was loomed from jet wool, bordered with chased-silver bosses and gleaming embroidery: unmistakably the same garment just mentioned to open a sparring exchange.


  'You wanted news?' Davien the Betrayer provoked. 'Your siege has begun, at Alestron.'


  Unlike Kyrialt, blanched by startled shock, the Sorcerer regarded the crown prince before him with avid, dark eyes and flushed interest.


  'My siege?' Arithon's lifted eyebrows shrugged off that hurled challenge. Seated with what had been cross-legged indolence, he showed no concern, despite the shadow his visitor cast over him.


  Kyrialt stayed on guarded edge, helpless to warn off a maverick Sorcerer whose unsavoury reputation and long exile had done nothing to reconcile a past fraught with murderous acts.


  Neither was Arithon back in trim form, since return from his trial in the King's Grove. Ten days after his unshielded encounter, the mark of Paravian presence rode him still. A haunting, near sorrow, distanced his manner - as though yearning change left his spirit bereft. Former high kings had wasted and died of such loss. The histories recounted their trials: the searing experience of an unworldly grace that could not be retained, or reconciled. Yet where other crown forebears had languished from that relentless, invisible wounding, this s'Ffalenn prince fought his way back. As the after-shock of tranced vision and dreams brought intervals of silenced weeping, he turned the adamance of initiate discipline to rebuild his shocked equilibrium.


  For this morning's fresh onslaught, to Kyrialt's relief, the royal wits seemed resharpened.


  'What tedious news can you bring, if Alestron's inner citadel is secure?'


  Arithon pressed the rogue Sorcerer. 'More to the point, I'd planned to call you. But not within the next fortnight, and only concerning a favour to balance the uncivilized service I was just asked to render.'


  "The affray with the Kralovir at Etarra?' Davien's grin would have shamed a weasel. 'A pit fight that you were well suited to win. Are you bitter?' His riposte turned sardonic. 'It was Traithe who delivered your bleak course of training. Not my frank invitation to unlock the black grimoires stored within Kewar's library.'


  'Ciladis's notes were too riveting,' said Arithon.


  And Kyrialt, watching, sucked back a stunned breath, as the Sorcerer recoiled from the hidden barb within that nettled rejoinder.


  Dangerous in recovery, Davien rebounded to delight. 'Nai ffiosh e'elen sliet-th'i, my wild falcon! Wings such as yours are more suited for soaring. Strike and snap as you will, the hot nerves of your ancestry have never ruled your decisions. You are wise enough not to slaughter your messengers?'


  'Over Alestron's debacle?' Arithon shrugged.


  Kyrialt endured the unpleasant, stretched interval. While the breeze through the pines kissed a sun-mote across his liege's too carefully expressionless face, he realized: there would be more than one resource at play. If Lysaer's war host assaulted the s'Brydion citadel, his Grace's on-going link with Elaira would deliver the tensioned gist. Behind the mask, Arithon would be aware of the Alliance engagement already.


  Outwardly unruffled, the sitting prince qualified, 'I could as easily scry the particular event on the lane tide.'


  Yet the nuance was evident before Davien pounced: the Master of Shadow did not resume his lapsed handiwork.


  'But the news won't be vivid at second hand!' Volatile flame poised for who knew what purpose, the renegade Sorcerer bowed to his quarry.


  Arithon did not rise.


  Therefore Davien presumed, and retrieved the dropped awl. Too direct to gainsay, or else moved by gadding caprice, he scribed a circle into the ground beside the abandoned strap work. 'See for yourselves?'


  And his mortal observers became drawn in: by the flash of his ring, or perhaps snatched into rapport by the flourish that demarked his spellcrafted figure.


  Enthralled past resistance, too gently surrounded, Kyrialt experienced the shift in perception that also claimed Arithon s'Ffalenn. All grounded awareness of the forest dissolved, replaced by an eagle's preternatural focus, from the wheeling vantage of flight. Kyrialt shared the panoramic view as the Light's forces breached Alestron's first wall and invaded the lower town . . .

  The citadel's outer defences were decisively overrun. Alliance captains from fifteen allied garrisons strutted on the high ramparts. Already, they prepared to extend their advance into the trade precinct, laid open before them. The triple gates with their steel grilles were smashed down, the flanking keeps stormed and occupied. If the Sunwheel standard did not yet acknowledge their easy conquest, the oversight was being remedied. The duke's empty flagstaff had been abandoned with the halyard cut down. An eager boy now shinnied up to thread a replacement line.


  The contest had yielded no other resistance. Men stood on their hollow victory. No drawn sword was blooded. The handful of injuries had been caused by falls, the penalty of a careless ascent, or raw luck, when an ill-set grapple had failed to support an over-zealous campaigner. Troops milled on the ramparts with no task at hand. The absence of crowing triumph all but stung, while the taintless sunlight rinsed barren stone, and mild winds fanned sweaty faces.


  The flush that expected a battle held on: a froth that was granted no action to dissipate, upon tempers unfit to be tamed.


  The Alliance captains needed direction to muzzle their manic troops. Handed a town that seemed emptied before them, they knew little of value would be left to loot. If their green recruits swaggered, the veterans viewed the tranquillity with foreboding. The houses with their locked shutters and doors, and the barred gates on the idle craft yards, yet posed them an unknown risk.


  Alestron's aggressive resistance was legend. The vindictive citizen who might have stayed mewed up inside; the hidden squad of defiant archers; or the sharp probability that enemy snipers might lurk in sly cunning with cross-bows could not be discounted. Against such surprises, the attackers had profligate numbers to spare: too many restive troops to keep penned without laying claim to their due reward.


  Lysaer s'Ilessid sat his splendid white horse before the mounted lancers holding rear-guard on the field outside. He raised his right arm. His sent beacon speared the heavens and signalled the horns of the priests. The readied columns of mailed infantry tramped forward and funnelled in columns through the flattened gate. Smart companies re-formed atop the secured battlement. Yelling, they poured into the lightless stone stairwells that accessed the ward-rooms and barracks. Other squads formed up at the crenels and lowered their scaling ladders to storm into the vacated streets.


  The second wave of the advance surged in to occupy their breached prize.


  Pikemen charged down the thoroughfares and flooded the shaded byways. The roar of their incursion echoed off the shop-fronts and emptied houses. Sloped lanes split their forces into small groups and isolated their wary commanders. The eager, dense packs of front-running skirmishers plunged ahead, and the narrow streets hemmed them. They could not swerve when the first mishaps struck; as the waiting, cocked trip-wires unleashed concealed deadfalls, or the crudely set barrier that blocked a steep lane, trampled down, freed a rumbling avalanche of propped barrels. Such rolling bludgeons mowed through screaming troops. Staves struck and burst disgorging chipped stone that smashed bones, and clubbed armoured men senseless.


  High over the roof peaks, the eagle's eye view exposed the unravelling disaster: the snares that erupted one after the next in diabolical timing. The ropes that dropped nooses and snapped men by the neck, or spilled hammering cascades of loose tiles; the hammering falls of knife-edged slate that sliced through boiled leather and stabbed flesh, or else viciously blinded. The darkened houses provided no haven. Plank floors caved into root-cellars planted with stakes. Sawn beams in the attics became jerked awry by blocks and tackles nailed to the forced doors. Invaders were crushed under lintels that fell. They died without screaming as cleavers whumped down from rigged traps in the overhead balconies. Wounds took them as quarrels hissed from cocked crossbows, set off as barred shutters were bashed open.


  The boisterous shouts changed to a wounded roar as the Alliance forces jammed into bloodied recoil. Rank chaos, and the sprawl of the maimed fouled their efforts to stage a retreat. Reverse movement snarled into the press of the rear-guard, who came on, unaware of disaster. While the gutters ran red, the deadly havoc continued. Horns wailed. Captains harangued to rally their men and dispatch help for the injured, when a revetted wall tumbled into collapse. Rolling logs scythed down parties of rescuers, and pummelled the already prostrate. Screams shrilled over men's furious shouts. Frantic sergeants snatched bugles off their fallen officers and struggled to withdraw their lacerated ranks and regroup in the deserted markets.


  The harried troops lifted their groaning casualties. They bunched into knots, driven into a wary rout by trapped ground and treacherous mishap.


  Even in escape, they found themselves beset. In the sills of the dormers, nestled amid oiled thatch and board kindling, the clay pots with their crafted witcheries sparked vicious explosions. Flame and clouds of unnatural smoke hazed the soldiers to panicked flight.


  Pelting downhill, the confused lost their way. They stumbled and crashed on oiled cobbles, or blundered, yelling, into blind alleys, where Sidir's ugly handiwork waited. Victims died disembowelled, or stabbed through the viscera. They fell, choking on their spilled brains, with shattered skulls crushed to fragments.


  In shocked disarray, the Light's war host pulled back, without a s'Brydion casualty.


  There would be redress. No life-dedicate officer in his sullied white surcoat harboured doubt. While the survivors consoled their dazed comrades, and bound up the lucklessly broken, that sullen promise sustained them. Their blessed avatar would unleash his god-sent gift. Grim-faced, the troops kept their pride in defeat. For the cold-blooded slaughter laced through the craft quarter, Lysaer could raise a cleansing by Light fit to scour Alestron to the foundations.


  Yet by righteous mercy, not before every live soldier marched out, and the litter-borne wounded were packed off to safety beyond the trampled front gate.


  A semblance of efficient handling returned as the sea-wind cleared off the thick smoke. Midday glare unveiled horror's wake. Every man limping, every man bloodied, and every one of the prostrate too mangled to walk passed beneath the Blessed Lord's view. His steadfast gaze did not flinch from their suffering. His calm acknowledged, but did not deride their shamed tears. The dead, by strict orders, would stay where they fell. A shattered city would become their monument.


  The living who filed by walked assured of Lysaer's punitive judgement. Their suffering would be answered measure for measure, to the last atrocity served upon their hapless flesh by vile tricks fit to snare wild animals. When the rear ranks had passed, and the last, moaning casualty, the avatar sat his white horse. He regarded the rammed maw of Alestron's front gate. Then he spurred his mount face about. His raised fist was offered in lordly salute to honour his standing war host.


  His other hand tightened upon his held rein. The rowel at his heel moved and flashed. Gilt in sunlight, he wheeled his stallion again; gold on snow, the wind-ruffled flutter of silk, and the bullion tassels adorning the magnificent animal's caparisons. Lysaer's arm, still upraised, held poised for the strike to enact divine justice.


  High above, an eagle's eye, circling, noted the flash of a mirror from inside the keep by the Wyntok Gate. The signal was dispatched by one of four men, doomed as they held to their station. Their unobscured vantage exposed Lysaer's move, which could not be observed from the promontory. The winking flare was caught by the Mathiell Gate's watch, and passed onward the instant before the Light's retribution unleashed.


  Then the bolt crackled and burst from the avatar's fist and bloomed into howling vengeance. Hurled power roared out, an unstoppable wave that consumed sky and earth without quarter. Shattering, bright heat and destruction unfurled with the force of a whirlwind. Walls and buildings exploded. Air shrieked with blinding flame. Stone screamed, flared to ruby, and boiled to slag. The conflagration crested and burned every structure that stood in its path.


  Farthest up on the rise, the Wyntok keeps torched and crumpled. The insatiable holocaust hissed over the tidal chasm, while the eagle that circled the ripple of fumes beheld what no living mortal had witnessed: the protective response evoked by warded stone, raised to strength by Paravian builders.


  Lysaer's raw power clashed against Alestron's innermost bastions. A quartz-bearing granite laid down and fused by the endurance of Name, the conscious grace holding the citadel's heart spanned the veil and invoked the spiralling arc of eternity. The presence that answered knew itself as itself, a foundation of being, inviolate.


  The howl of light element fashioned to harm was turned in midstrike and deflected. The back-lash whipped skywards. Raging curtains of flame shrieked into a towering ring, slammed against arcane shielding. The pillar knifed towards the zenith, a perfect, drilled vortex, with the citadel left untouched at its centre. The roar of its passage trampled all sound; ate the wind; consumed by thunder the cries of men's voices.


  Yet the mirror-flash from the Wyntok Gate, last dispatch from a captain scorched dead at his post had been sent in time. The critical signal already unleashed the poised line of s'Brydion defence.


  Trained troops responded. Trigger lines were cut free as the light flared, a murderous act of drilled timing: from their bedded platforms set high on the cliffs, the massive trebuchets tripped into release. One after the next, their slung missiles were launched, to the ponderous creak of their throwing arms. Load upon load of hurled boulders sliced into the dazzling sheets of the false avatar's unnatural assault. Their whistling passage creased the stressed air, shot into torched light that obscured the view.


  The hard-bitten captains howled against pummelling winds, and spurred on their sweating crews. 'Reload and fire!'


  Even deafened by the unbearable noise; even with their watering eyes masked with wet rag, the trained squads cocked back the huge engines. They shot by rote, well-primed to seize their moment to enact their duke's desperate strategy.


  Only the eagle observed the course of the missiles' trajectory. Mage-sight sensed the moment, as hissing, flung rock dissolved into spattering magma. The oblivious ranks of the Alliance war host received no second of warning. No moment in which to pull back. The barrage from the promontory burst through the white sear of Lysaer's light and sliced havoc across their drawn lines.


  S'Brydion were unparalleled masters of warfare. Ruthless practice perfected their tactics. The first impacts struck down their standing marks with diabolical accuracy.


  The molten splashes set fire to scaling towers; whumped into the squat frames of the mangonels and shattered the poised rams. Others whipped like a scourge into rows of armed men and dropped them screaming, aflame. Order dissolved. Shocked devotees scattered. The planked frames for the sappers and the piled oil casks for the fire-arrows splintered and ignited, and sowed mayhem. Phalanxes unravelled in panic as their officers fled for their lives. Underfoot and around them, the fallen still thrashed, scalded to agony inside their heated armour: and still, without cease, the impacts hissed down. Death slammed in their wake, stones melted to slag by the intensity of Lysaer's raised offensive. Other loads became fire-balls that streamed poisoned fumes and volcanic cinders.


  The false avatar doused the white blast of his gift, but too late. His elite honour guard were already broken, half their number cut down. His priest acolytes pelted and scattered. While the white charger bucked, singed mad by flung slag, its rider was forced to take charge to avoid being tossed from the saddle. If his elemental strike left a vista of ruin, and the smoking shells of wracked buildings, the retort from the citadel did not let up.


  The hail of flung boulders continued to fall, ripping down camp tents and tearing through horseflesh and men, and smashing the stragglers who carried the wounded. No retaliation could answer, uphill. The high keeps of the citadel lay beyond range. Red bull banners still streamed from the watchtower.


  No rag remained of the Sunwheel blazon strung up in premature triumph. No man strutted, before gutted walls. No horns blew, and no trumpet flourished. Only the cries of the wounded and dying lifted above drifting smoke. For the wreck of their craft precinct, Alestron's defenders exacted their bitter price: a rout in let blood that might force back the lines, but that could never concede them a victory.


  Far overhead, a circling speck untouched by the reek and the slaughter, a lone eagle folded its wings and vanished.

  The appalling shock of a spinning descent dropped away into nothing. The mind reeled, disembodied. Then the pine-scented greenery of Selkwood returned with a wrenching rush. Stunned breathing resumed. Shocked nerves recoiled as the unmoored spirit snapped back into cognizant flesh.


  Kyrialt shuddered. His senses felt painfully magnified. Sound hurt and sight stung, so much colour and noise, as he swayed on his feet. When his spinning head cleared, he noted the renegade Sorcerer, still present.


  Davien remained standing, arms folded, his flamboyant dress like a shout against the undisturbed forest. He watched the crown prince at his feet through unblinking, relentless black eyes.


  There, the moment hung, burning. Shand's guarding liegeman rejected the reflex to unsheathe his sword. No fight could prevail, here. Davien's errant interests were too deep to fathom, and his motives, unimaginably perilous. Kyrialt was not given the opening to challenge. At his feet, his prince had emerged from the scrying, utterly shattered from peace.


  Arithon's outcry was stifled, just barely, his muffling palms locked over his lips as he choked. His skin had gone bloodless. Tortured eyes were pinched shut, while the tears he could not repress welled and spilled through his lashes.


  Kyrialt dropped to his knees in blind shock. 'Your Grace!'

  'He's seen everything you did, but opened through mage-sight.' The Sorcerer knelt himself. He captured Arithon's wrists. 'I am here! Let me help.'


  As though no incensed liegeman scrambled to rally, murderous with outrage beside him, the Sorcerer stayed riveted. 'Arithon.'


  Rathain's prince hung on, his face pressed behind his clenched fingers.


  Davien laid his brow against Arithon's untidy black hair. 'I'tishealdient, Teir's'Ffalenn. Blessed peace. You heard the outspoken chord laid into Alestron's white stone by the grace of the Ilitharis Paravian wardings?'


  A shudder raked the overstrung frame he supported. 'That.'


  While Kyrialt watched, distressed, Arithon forced his stopped lungs into motion. He husked, 'More.'


  Davien murmured in Paravian. If he had been sharply commanding before, now his tone held melting compassion.


  Arithon shivered. He tried to move, to reject, but could not recover the will to stay private. Contained by an embrace too tender to break, he let go. His shuttered hands moved. Green eyes flicked open and let in the sight of the Sorcerer's face.


  Kyrialt lost his wind; averted his sight, but not fast enough. The suffering clarity had been unmasked: pain and pity exposed beyond even a Fellowship Sorcerer's redress.


  'Ath have mercy,' Arithon whispered, bereft. 'My brother. I saw how he's -'


  As language failed him, the Sorcerer did not: the swift weave of his spell-craft unfolded and dropped the Teir's'Ffalenn into sleep. As Kyrialt moved, Davien shook his head.

  'Was this necessary?' Kyrialt snapped, on edge for the affront to his liege's dignity.


  Davien glanced sidewards. 'Would I trifle? Your prince can assimilate what he's learned with less trauma through his initiate use of the dream-state.'


  Rather than test the Sorcerer's censure, Kyrialt retrieved the dropped awl. He scooped up the lacing and unfinished strap leather, in haste to keep pace with a creature whose reputation frightened him beyond sense. 'If you knew that his Grace would suffer this way, why did you come here to bedevil him?'


  'Is your loyalty true enough to find out?' Davien turned his back and strode directly toward the scout's tent appointed to Arithon. As the flustered liegeman stayed in flanking step, the Sorcerer said quickly, 'Don't try to speak here! Not if you don't like unwarranted notice, since I won't respond to anyone's bothersome questions.'


  They passed the s'Taleyn lodge tent, where no sharp-eyed scout raised the alarm. Bore on across the central encampment, where two younger women scraping raw hides failed to look up, as Davien's moving shadow flicked over them. No laughing children broke off from their play.   Should the bard's gift withstand the arduous course, the enchantress must enact, without flaw, the contrary sigils that structured a perilous healing. No longer hampered by Sidir's debilitated pain, with her refigured art uplifted on the wings of the Masterbard's melody, Elaira might stem an ebbing tide long enough to stay the turn of Fate's Wheel.


  And if not, if this sinking liegeman reached the end to his striving, the courage must be there, no matter the grief, to play onward and loosen the ties for his passage beyond the veil.
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  Reversal


  A novice initiate had flirted with one of the Alliance wounded, taken in by Koriathain for healing. Her rash action upset every established activity within the sisterhood's field encampment. Even on distant worlds whose histories predated Athera's compact, the order always had jealously guarded the range of its oathsworn prerogatives. Discipline fell with punitive speed.


  The Prime Matriarch called the session of inquiry, despite the late hour's inconvenience. Lirenda's slaved presence was retained for the demeaning service of verifying the actions of the accused, while the formal pavilion was cleared straightaway. By the time the displaced peeresses scuttled out, bearing heaped armloads of books, Prime Selidie sat enthroned in her chair of state, her delicate shoulders regaled in the purple mantle and scarlet-edged robes of high office. No servant came to build up the fire, though lights for reading still burned in the incense-soaked air. The disgraced initiate was kept standing, bolt upright and trembling with fright as she realized her coming interrogation would be impelled through the matrix of a major focus crystal: a gruelling review that entrained thought and mind, and forced past event into present recall.   Now, Dakar held his post with an unblinking stare, apprehensive beyond imagining. The moment had long since passed to turn back. Man and Masterbard, Arithon had engaged every faculty to bind the perilous conjury wrought by Elaira.


  The constructs that sheltered Sidir's aware essence were in place, and the irrevocable course for his healing, already in motion. Night and darkness outside all but ceased to exist. Under the force of raised power, the enclosing walls seemed to shimmer. Mage-sight could discern the latticed geometry, where the subtle protections caused staid stone to sing in sympathetic vibration.   A split hair, Dakar had dismissed at the time, too scattered by his hectic thinking. Now, sweating in the sealed room, he observed the same concept, enacted. As Elaira stapled the rips in shorn tissue, he saw the black ribbon of dissonant power, sucked through the placed frame of the cipher: a draining tide, that pulled essence from other life and stamped a hard template for change.

Everything her starved spirit had never known - the matchless love of Arithon's partnership, interlaced with Elaira's unbounded regard; the protective tenderness and quiet pride that inflected Sidir's sterling character; the matchless poignancy, sprung from sharp loss, in his constancy through Feithan's mourning - all the human caring and trust that Lirenda had shoved aside in her grasping pursuit of power now flooded her exposed awareness. She plunged headlong: into a range of exalted experience that her proscribed existence could never own.


  Already stripped, she had no escape. Lirenda became as the mote seared by fire while the might of the Skyron crystal noosed her subjective awareness.


  The dart struck, where no reason might shield the emotional impact. The longing that savaged her broke strength and sanity: sparked the unmerciful heat that remained, unreleased, from her prior linkage with the scapegrace novice.

'Such a profligate waste of elemental force! Ought to clip the s'Ilessid man's arrogance, to be flat on his rear, sweating back-lash.'


  Prime Selidie had no opinion to add. Now clothed in state, enthroned in her chair, she seethed in silenced frustration. 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  XVI. Scarpdale


  When Seshkrozchiel took flight to challenge the spectre ensconced in the barrens of Scarpdale, her course did not traverse time and distance.


  Such bounds did not limit the remnant dreams, when a great drake died unrequited. Neither did a living dragon's perception own any concept for warding or barriers. Form could be made and unmade on a whim. The perception of the world's eldest beings acknowledged no linear beginning and knew no idea for a finite ending.


  Seshkrozchiel engaged will to encompass the ranging echoes raised by the haunt's vivid yearnings. The vortex spun by its seething restlessness drove her wing-beats across a shifting montage of dreamscape. She accepted the raging discharge at first as whole cloth: whether stilled, moonlit forest, or hail-pelting storm front, or unfolded valley of volcanic cinder, steaming with the mineral geysers that drake kind preferred to polish their scales. Seshkrozchiel gathered in the streaming emanation that loomed ephemeral thought to full-bodied creation, then altered and remapped the framework to restore Scarpdale's disrupted symmetry.

The hillocks lay paint-box purple and mauve, with dry river-beds that stabbed sudden, sun-caught reflections off mica and glittering mineral.

  The boy runner sent by Sevrand plucked up his courage again. This time, he tugged at the duke's pumping arm. Through stammering fright, his message was finally heard. 'A patched lugger flying the standard of the Fellowship of Seven has tied up to the ruined landing.'


  'Dharkaron's black bollocks!' Duke Bransian scowled. 'If this is my cousin's idea of a joke, I'll chop off his right arm to thicken the gruel in that pot.'


  Yet the startling truth already wrought change: the hollow-eyed duty watch had pulled a dispirited team off the trebuchets. While the men rigged a new cable to replace the torched lift, the duke pelted to convene his blood family for a Fellowship reception.


  'Confound the Sorcerers' he gasped, hooking clasps, while his wife thrust his scarlet surcoat and state collar past the equerry, just suborned to clean his scuffed boots. 'Why couldn't they have made their timely appearance six months ago, when we weren't reduced to pulling brass tacks and boiling the leather off the good furniture?'


  'You gave Kharadmon's diplomacy a blithe lick and a shrug,' Liesse pointed out with acerbity. She added, before fielding obscene imprecations, 'Sindelle and Tiassa are already dressed. And no! There's not a single wax candle left in the citadel, unless you've got a stash tucked away in the armoury.'


  'None, you bloodsucking shrew! I have not stooped to lies among family' Bransian bent his bare head, morose, as the ruby seal on its chain settled around his hunched neck. 'What about lamp oil?'


  'Gone up with the Sea Gate.' Liesse sighed. 'Trust me, a spouse with no spine would have poisoned you on your wedding night' She tied her laced bodice, too bitter and gaunt, and more drawn than the short rations warranted. 'I've taken the liberty of opening Dame Dawr's apartments. The south casements there at least will provide light for this cheerless arrival.' But no warmth, the last fuel being reserved for the kitchen's vile stew, by the duke's enforced orders, that morning.


  Bransian's chapped lips cracked to show teeth. 'Let the Sorcerer freeze his rump in a cold seat. He can chew on rat's arse, if he's hungry.' But the bite to his bluster was sheer bravado, as his trembling wife surely knew.


  'Which of the Seven, do you think?' she whispered in dread, gripping her husband's stout arm in descent through the frigid staircase. 'Sethvir won't have dispatched a shade on this errand.' For no boat and no lift tackle would be needful for a visitation, breezed into their midst.


  'It would be Asandir' Duke Bransian snarled, 'since Traithe would scarcely announce himself flying that brazen pendant! Never bang in the eyes of the blood-sucking towns that host the Alliance's war host.'

  Hard on the heels of the scrambling servants who snatched off the sitting-room's dust-sheets, Asandir assumed the winged chair that had once belonged to Dame Dawr. The seat still commanded the space before the stone pilasters of the darkened fire-place. To his left, the latched casements spilled in streaming sun, brilliant day to storm-lit, azure night, where his velvet mantle draped upright shoulders.


  Since Bransian s'Brydion was too massive to slink, he stalled until the last moment. Sevrand and both bereaved wives sat in silence, as his bold-as-brass tread crossed the threshold and hammered the carpet. He settled his duchess with immaculate deference. She was forced to fold her hands in her lap, or else risk her lace cuffs to destruction: the scarred trestle pulled in haste from the armoury had stayed bare in the rush to accommodate. Yet the juxtaposed setting of rich comfort and rude function was thrown into eclipse by stilled power, leashed in waiting to address Alestron's duke.


  Bransian chose to remain on his feet, his last refuge his heavy-weight muscle.


  'Old law still reigns here,' Asandir opened in declarative quiet. 'When did you think you became the exception, wielding the privilege of title above the terms of sworn service accorded to this ancestral seat?'


  Though the steel in that gaze raised a glaze of flushed sweat, Bransian answered directly. 'My banner still flies above walls not yet overtaken in conquest. I may not be applauded for every mistake. Fact remains, my defence has not faltered.'


  Asandir laced his large fingers; leaned forward, his face chiselled bare of expression. 'Defence by extortion, manipulation, and conspiracy?'


  Cloth rustled, down the table. 'Prince Arithon spoke for his liegeman, and Jeynsa, who has been released without harm,' Sevrand dared. A brief pause ensued. 'Lawful terms put the grievance to rest,' he went on in his kinsman's defence.


  A mistake: the Sorcerer's drilling attentiveness only resharpened upon the duke's steaming discomfort. 'My selection for the late high earl's post in Daon Ramon, as Arithon's intended caithdein, but a girl not yet sworn, in her teens. She was not sent home in corrected disgrace! Intrigue and collusion saw her brave folly reduced to bloodshed and bullying abuse. Rathain may have accepted compensation for damaging injury,' the Sorcerer amended in blistering censure. 'But no foreign prince on Melhalla's ground can usurp the right to declare for the crown's arbitration.'


  'We are at war!' Duke Bransian pealed, laid raw as Liesse masked her face to stifle her ashamed tears. 'What of the enemies hounding our walls, laying siege while my people are starving? What of the holocaust that razed our farmsteads, and slaughtered our innocent villagers?'


  The Alliance will disband.' Asandir inclined his silver head in respect to the destitute wives, as he added, 'Each troop returns home to its town of origin, under a Fellowship fiat. Sulfin Evend's commanded to retire to Tysan. He will turn his crack troops to relocate the squatters encamped at the Second Age site at Avenor. That nest of iniquity will be swept clean! No more threats will be issued by a false court against the Kingdom of Havish! Lysaer s'Ilessid shall no longer house his pretensions at the crown seat of Avenor.'


  A scraping disturbance arose at the door. Bransian turned his head, met by the mailed tread of his acting captain. The man's hands were the same, in their battered gauntlets, that had wielded steel through a lifetime of loyal campaigns. Only now, he carried the scarlet standard bearing the s'Brydion bull, just run down from the Watch Keep's flagstaff. The folded cloth was remanded to Sevrand, which at last ruffled Bransian's crowing defiance.


  'Ath above!' he cried, shocked. 'You can't strike our colours in front of that mincing faker's religion!' Spurred yet by the courage of his stubborn heart, his anguished bellow gained force. "That abrogates every term of the compact. Rams hard against every principle my ancestors died to preserve.'


  'On no terms will I declare a surrender!' Asandir snapped in rebuke. "The Fellowship's pendant takes sovereignty, here. This citadel holds too much strategic importance to stand at strength under any armed faction's self-serving brutality! Neither will an heir of s'Brydion reign, unless a Paravian presence returns to the continent. I have come to enact Alestron's entailment! This fortress will lie under Fellowship seal, until such time as a centaur guardian may declare in your favour for a reinstatement!'


  'Then where will we go?' the deposed duke gasped, pale. The sun through the casements blazed down, too bright. He could not bear the sight of Liesse's bowed shoulders, or face his displaced cousin, or answer for the gaunt desperation endured by his lost brothers' widows. 'There would be no mercy shown by town mayors for the least of my children and kinsfolk. No secure place for any fighting man in my company who's resisted invasion.'


  'Your place,' declared Asandir unequivocal, 'will be to serve Atwood's defences henceforward, with your war band kept under arms at your Teiren's'Callient's right hand. Your head of household shall fall to Mearn. He will hold the chieftain's seat on her council, until time determines what honest mettle your lineage matures for review.' The silence was stark as the Sorcerer finished, 'No one else dies for your family pride. The craftsfolk who have held out within the walls will be asked to resettle themselves in the trade towns. Since those who possessed a tuned ear for the mysteries have departed, called out by the song of Alithiel, they remain free to set roots where they please.'

  'I will read you a choice,' said the Sorcerer softly. 'Parrien's sentence for the murder of Kyrialt s'Taleyn, struck dead while defending a fatal assault on Athera's titled Masterbard. Or, you accept a quiet exile in Atwood, with your brother exonerated by Arithon Teir'sTfalenn's sealed reprieve. Cross me again, Bransian, and I burn the royal writ that grants Tiassa's children their blood heritage, and her husband the privilege of retaining an ancestral name.'


  Bransian raised his bearded chin. Shut his harrowed eyes, before weeping. Defeat branded him there, a huge, wounded lion torn by too many battles, waged through generations of vicious adversity. Tiassa,' he grated, 'set free your bound man.'


  Clear sun shone, still, through the casements. Glints sparkled, blood deep, through the rubies in the state collar just unclasped and laid down on the trestle. Then a shadow eclipsed them, not Asandir's: the shaft of winter light illumined the reunion, as Bransian s'Brydion embraced the lost brother that fate had restored at the price of humility.   At sunrise on winter solstice, the spellbinder also was granted the gift to bear living witness: as the Sorcerer mounted the height at Watch Keep and declared his address to the wind. Through an appeal to air element's grace, Asandir summoned the power of the wardings the centaurs of old had laced into the citadel's stonework. A heart-beat in time brought his answer. The solid ground sang underfoot, as the light and sound force of the defences blazed active, and ran gilded ribbons of ecstatic joy through flesh and bone, and ephemeral spirit.


  How long the Sorcerer and his apprentice endured the struck note that streamed through the eye of eternity, no human senses might measure.


  Yet when Asandir shouted the Named rune for ending, the fortress of Alestron lay under seal. No step would trespass here. Man, woman, or child, none might enter unless Mankind's presence was granted leave by Athera's Paravians. The high walls were left silent. Nothing spoke then but the cry of a hawk, and the salt-laden gusts off the estuary.

Unlike the worn lugger, that stove in forlorn planks in the next winter storm, and sank under the waves at the landing.

  Appendix


  Blood Heritage of the Royal Families


  The five royal lines of Athera were originally selected by the Paravians, with each of the original founders chosen for a dominant gift of character.


  
    Torbrand s'Ffalenn, High King of Rathain - Compassion


    Halduin s'Ilessid, High King of Tysan - Justice


    Cindra s'Ahelas, High Queen of Shand - Farsight


    Bwin Evoc s'Lornmein, High King of Havish - Temperance


    Rondeil s'Ellestrion, High King of Melhalla - Wisdom

  


  Each of these individuals gave their willing consent to accept the directive to rule, both for themselves, and for all of their future offspring, for as long as their lineage should survive in participation with Athera's destiny. No distinction was made between matrilineal or patrilineal lines of descent; both were equally favoured. The Fellowship Sorcerers used the initiate magic acquired from the dragons to fix these traits of character as an imperative geas, transferable through all subsequent issue. The prominence of this endowment was not passed on in a linear fashion. The gifts manifest in a 'spread' that seeks outlet through all available blood descendents of the original forebear. Heritability does not pass in equal measure, but flows forward like water, seeking the easiest channel for expression. Descendents who display a natural leaning in character will 'inherit' - or more correctly enact - the gift more intensely than others whose personalities bend in opposing directions. The wider the pool of descendents, the more 'choice' of channel the royal gift will have to seek outlet. For this reason, direct blood descent is never the determinant factor, but rather, which descendant portrays the most emphatic stamp of the progenitor's qualities.


  The more descendents there are, the less predetermined the course of the inheritance. Some individuals may show predominance. Others might show little trace, or even none, although all living offspring within the lineage will carry the latent range of the geas' fullest potential.


  Where a lineage is sparse, or only one descendent remains, the full force of the royal gift will flow through that individual, and be expressed with indelible emphasis.


  This is why the line of descent varies, and may move freely between cousins, or skip generations, and why, without exception, the Fellowship Sorcerers are charged to Name and sanction each crown successor.


  To conclude, the degree to which a royal gift expresses is twofold: inherited potency (how many descendents are living to 'carry' the trait) combined with the factor of personal choice that arises as personal character: how each individual is inclined toward their particular forebear's gift in the first place.


  In the case of a lone descendent born with a personality not favourably inclined, the gift must still express. That individual would struggle, at odds with the inborn drive, and threshed by internal conflict. For this reason, many offspring and a wide extended family became an imperative preference for royal lines.


  The High Kings who ruled during Paravian times had shorter reigns, provided there were sufficient progeny to support an early retirement. Crown office was extremely rigorous - many died young. Some reigned only a month or a year or two - others for a matter of days. A few hardy individuals held the throne for several decades, all dependent on how well, or how many times, they sustained the call to enact a direct liaison with the Paravians. Their perceptions were often dramatically altered after such encounter(s). The strength by which each individual king could surmount the changes varied widely.


  Succession of Crown Candidates and Caithdeinen


  By terms of the compact, the Fellowship of Seven must Name a crown candidate. Any one Sorcerer's innate perception is deep enough, and wide enough, to make such an assessment based upon probability. The task is most often handled by Asandir, as his natural aptitude for executive action makes him the preeminent Sorcerer to serve in the field.


  The Crown Prince's appointment is never automatic, and does not pass by direct descent. Nor do kings or any other office decreed by crown charter hold their seats until death - (Unlike town mayors, who are elected or selected by town council, but then rule for life term.) Royal lineages are not replaceable.


  They cannot be transplanted from another kingdom's bound line of descent, as the Paravians matched each forebear in resonant accord with the needs of the specific crown territories.


  Provided that there are multiple blood relations, including cousins, to select from, the choice follows two factors: first, individual strength of character; and second, the quality of 'natural calling' — this being any candidate (without bias toward male or female) - who displays the best aptitude for the post. Thus, if Arithon s'Ffalenn had possessed more than one relative, he may have passed the character requirement, but his natural calling as musician and initiate master may not have been deemed harmonious to the post. A cousin or relation of strong character, but who displayed more aptitude for the throne (by personal preference finding fulfilment and contentment in the position of arbitration) may have been chosen instead.


  The heritable traits of Athera's crown lineages do not ever transfer to caithdeinen if a last royal line-bearer should die without issue. Caithdeinen do administer crown justice in the absence of the king, and this may be an ongoing responsibility if crown rule has passed into a permanent state of stewardship. In this novel's historical setting, this only occurred in Melhalla since the last s'Ellestrion heir died childless. In such a case, succession of that realm's caithdeinen will now become Fellowship chosen.


  Caithdeinen, or crown stewards, who stand behind a living royal heir, are selected for character and for the ability to think independently. In times of peace, under a crowned High King, they would have been selected from a picked lineage, which could change with times and circumstance. The candidate would be suited to know their crown ruler well, and have the courage to draw clear and honest conclusions. This post would not suit a sycophantic personality, for example.


  Proposed successors for caithdeinen and other charter seats are usually 'designate.' This term denotes a conditional appointment, bestowed by a council of elders. (Kyrialt sTaleyn was designate for Shand, as Ianfar s'Gannley now is to Tysan.) An heir designate will inherit unless the choice is overruled upon proven grounds of incapacity. The appointment also can be upset by either a crowned High King (who would possess the requisite power of insight acquired through four attuned initiations) or a Fellowship Sorcerer's direct word. Such a ruling would occur prior to or during the ceremony of investiture, where such an authority would be present. An heir chosen by Fellowship auspice automatically becomes invested without question. The investment ceremony then becomes a formality, wherein oath is sworn to uphold the post. Jeynsa s'Valerient, therefore, owns the power of her office by default - she has but to claim the responsibility.


  A Fellowship Sorcerer only executes the selection of a caithdein if the existing royal lineage should be actively threatened. In this manner, if the crown succession fails, that caithdein would stand steward for the throne in fact.


  Particulars of Clan Heritage


  All old blood lineages were determined by the Paravians at the time Mankind accepted the terms of the compact, yet the 'system' was not closed, and not every family assumed the same function. Some lineages stood for land rule -these guarded the interface between humanity and the Paravians. These individuals possessed Sighted vision or natural talent enough to be charged with protection and preservation of the boundaries of the free wilds.


  Other family lines were selected for adamant traits of character. These generally governed a town-based seat, and administered directly to human affairs in those areas where Mankind was free to live with least oversight. Sometimes land rule and town governance were held as dual functions. Checks and balances within the charter system were designed to thwart private concerns and blind ambition from degrading the compact's intent: to hold Athera's great mysteries, which are essential to Paravian survival, in balance with human activity.


  Clan seats held solely for governance would rule from a keep town without a focus circle - these were not located within the designate bounds of the free wilds, and were the backbone of charter law before the uprising incited by Davien. They administered the king's justice in accord with those lineages holding the land rule.


  The crown was the voice of land rule, and governance, under the charter written by the Fellowship Sorcerers. The sanctioned High Kings enacted the first-hand liaison with the Paravians, and were the protectorate for the free wilds. They presented the petitions to the Centaur guardians, then executed the final arbitration, as the agents of the Fellowship's compact. They appealed, and enacted, Paravian decree, concerning what could and could not be altered to preserve the overall harmony of the land's mysteries.


  Each child born into clan lineage was subject to testing at each generation through the trial of Paravian presence. This testing could be refused, in which case, the candidate would revoke his charge to interact with the free wilds. A town-born individual could undergo the same test by free will choice. In rare cases this would occur, and a new lineage might arise from one candidate -just as an older, established lineage might become degraded, weaken and fail. Lacking Paravian presence, in recent generations the determinant factor has blurred. By the time of this novel's setting, the range of human talent cannot be identified with such definitive accuracy. Those individuals with latent or weakened talent are no longer able to prove out the direct function of heritable lineage. Thus, a 'talent deaf town born will see no apparent reason why the free wilds should not be considered another ripe acre of earth, ready for exploitation. Nor would such a person recognize why the old blood traits were not arbitrary politics.


  The prolonged absence of the Paravians now has created a schism that is growing increasingly difficult for each side to reconcile. The non-talented individuals do not discern the wider perceptions of their clan-born fellows. They see no convincing case left for the restraints imposed by the lapsed system of charter law. There is no such division of interests between the old blood lines and those who still follow charter law, since the underlying reason for the Fellowship's restrictions is still actively recognized.


  The Designate Free Wilds, and Execution of the Compact


  At the forming of the compact, which defined the terms for Mankind's permission to take sanctuary on Athera, the Fellowship Sorcerers had dispatched or contained the worst of the drake spawn. Paravians were in fact leaving their Second Age fortifications, which were tied to the web of Athera's mysteries by means of the focus circles. These structures are intersect points - connections that link the resonant flow between sites that comprise Athera's most exquisitely sensitive ground. The human families required immediate shelter. Those arrivals who already possessed the requisite awareness to inhabit a fortified circle, or who had talent that could be heightened to flower in proximity to such places were appointed charge of them.


  The initial grants named in Third Age Year One went to individuals with the strongest heritable family traits - those born talents already able to perceive within the necessary range to handle the guiding purpose of their guardianship. These rulers also were charged to hold sacrosanct the high resonance land that could not be disturbed by any human activity. These areas were designated as sacrosanct areas deep inside the free wilds. Markers were set forth by the Centaur guardians delineating sectors where Mankind was not entitled to trespass.


  Other acreage was not so critically reactive. There, new towns were built for those who had less natural 'tolerance' for the higher resonance state of the original Second Age sites. Such land was given over to agriculture and roads in allotments generous enough to allow Mankind to raise children and survive. The governing seats for these settlements had an elected council, presided over by a family lineage chosen for tenacity of character more than aware talent. These seats were appended following Third Age Year One. Here, humanity had license to keep their affairs as they wished, based upon certain precepts laid down by charter right to inhabit that territory. Alestron fell into this category. So did Hanshire. A mixed population lived in these subsidiary towns. The least sensitive people found most comfort in the smaller villages and tended to choose areas furthest from the free wilds.


  Therefore, to a certain degree, acclimation to the higher resonance sites determined who came to live where, and who was comfortable setting down roots in each particular locale. This tended to isolate the older lineages to a degree - with marriages evolving with the need to raise a next generation of children able to manage the duties defined by the compact. Mixed bloodlines tended to fail more often, and parents were understandably protective of their offspring's chances of a successful 'testing' against the Paravian presence. Records were kept to track the tried lineages, and note the most favourable crosses.


  While the general population in the towns were not inclined toward the traits of expanded awareness, it must be noted: the intuitive propensity to perceive is inherent in all of Mankind. Whether the quality remains latent depends upon how each individual aligns their focus and lifestyle.


  Latent gifts of any kind can be awakened. Dormant awareness can be raised through training and initiation. Few town born voluntarily choose such a course, unless pushed by circumstance to change. Most might view the arduous study, and the disorientation of learning to adjust to such an expansion an uncomfortable process. Encounter with a living Paravian was powerful enough to incite an accelerated shift by resonance. Yet the change could shove human perception too far, too fast, and leave what appeared to be a husk with a broken mind. Living amid the free wilds also enhances perception - as would time spent in close proximity to a focus circle, provided that buildings and the life patterns of the surrounding inhabitants did not interfere too much with the delicate frequency of the lane flow.


  Throughout the course of the early Third Age, mankind tended to clump into enclaves of greater or lesser sensitivity. Over time, this caused the old lines to strengthen their innate talent, while the less gifted ones devolved to a lower threshold of sensitivity. As centuries passed, half the population came to view the precepts defined by the Fellowship's compact as rote rules without meaning. The factual foundation was forgotten, then lost, lying outside the range of sensory awareness the town-born population understood.


  For this reason, most Second Age sites fell to ruin after the uprising. (Jaelot being a rare exception). Town born alive now avoid such places, since crossing the free wilds, or travelling the forbidden ways, or spending time within old ruins, will alter human perception by resonance.


  Throughout Third Age history, there were no social strata, or concept of 'nobility' attached to any old lineage gift. Nor was there any stigma attached to the town born without access to active talent. The cultural boundaries were not fixed, but fluid, defined case by case through choice and perceptual awareness. Blood inheritance is not a predetermined prerequisite. Yet without risking comparative insanity, a town born who set out to develop such enhanced sensitivity would require a gradual initiation to assimilate the shift.

    ADRUIN—fortified coastal town located in East Halla, Midhalla. Bitter enemies of the s'Brydion of Alestron, with a running blood feud since the uprising in Third Age 5018.

    root meaning: adruinne - to block, or obstruct; or alternatively al - over; duinn - hand


    AFFI'ENIA—name given to Elaira by an adept, meaning dancer in the ancient dialect of the Biedar tribe, but carrying the mystical connotation of 'water dancer', the wise woman who presided over the ritual of rebirth, celebrated on the spring equinox.


    pronounced: affee-yen-yah


    root meaning: affi'enia - dancer


    AIYENNE—river located in Daon Ramon, Rathain, rising from an underground spring in the Mathorn Mountains, and coming above ground south of the Mathom Road. Site of the ruinous battle between Earl Jieret's war band, and the Alliance war host under Sulfin Evend, which enabled Arithon's escape to the north in Third Age 5670.

    root meaning: ai'an - hidden one


    ALESTRON—city located in Midhalla, Melhalla. Ruled by Duke Bransian, Teir's'Brydion, and his three brothers. This city did not fall to merchant townsmen in the Third Age uprising that threw down the high kings, but is still ruled by its clanblood heirs.


    pronounced: ah-less-tron


    root meaning: alesstair - stubborn; an - one


    ALITHIEL—one of twelve Blades of Isaer, forged by centaur Ffereton s'Darian from metal taken from a meteorite, and sung by the Athlien with the arcane endowment for transcendent change. Passed through Paravian possession, acquired the secondary name Dael-Farenn, or Kingmaker, since its owners tended to succeed the end of a royal line. Eventually was awarded to Kamridian s'Ffalenn for his valor in defence of the princess Taliennse, early Third Age. Currently in the possession of Arithon.

    ALLAND—principality located in south-eastern Shand. Ruled by the Lord Erlien s'Taleyn, High Earl, and appointed caithdein of Shand.


    pronounced: all-and

    ALTHAIN TOWER—spire built at the edge of the Bittern Desert, beginning of the Second Age, to house records of Paravian histories. Third Age, became repository for the archives of all five royal houses of men after rebellion, overseen by the Fellowship Sorcerer, Sethvir, named Warden of Althain since Third Age Year 5100.

    root meaning: alt - last; thein - tower, sanctuary original Paravian pronunciation: alt-thein


    ANIENT—Paravian invocation for unity,


    pronounced: an-ee-ent


    root meaning: an - one; lent - suffix for 'most'


    ANSHLIEN'YA—name given to Meiglin s'Dieneval by the desert tribes of Sanpashir, prior to her conception of Dari's'Ahelas, crown heir of Shand, who would bear the rogue talent for far-sighted vision.


    pronounced: ahn-shlee-yen-yah


    root meaning: anshlien'ya - Biedar dialect, ancient word for 'dawn;' idiom for 'hope'


    ANYN'E ADM S'TEIRDAEL—handfast to my prince,


    pronounced: an-een-ay ay-in s'tay-er-daa-el


    root meaning: anyn'e - one with suffix for in potentia; ain - my; s'teirdael -possessive prefix, 'belonging to' one who holds rulership


    ARAETHURA—grass plains in south-west Rathain; principality of the same name in that location. Largely inhabited by Riathan Paravians in the Second Age. Third Age, used as pasture land by widely scattered nomadic shepherds. Fionn Areth's birthplace.


    pronounced: ar-eye-thoo-rah


    root meaning: araeth - grass; era - place, land


    ARITHON—son of Avar, Prince of Rathain, 1,504th Teir's'Ffalenn after founder of the line, Torbrand in Third Age Year One. Also Master of Shadow, the Bane of Desh-thiere, and Halliron Masterbard's successor. First among Mankind to tap the transcendent powers of the sword, Alithiel, and also responsible for the final defeat of the Grey Kralovir necromancers.


    pronounced: ar-i-thon


    root meaning: arithon - fate-forger; one who is visionary


    ARWENT—river in Araethura, Rathain, that flows from Daenfal Lake through Halwythwood to empty in Instrell Bay.


    pronounced: are-went


    root meaning: arwient - swiftest


    ASANDIR—Fellowship Sorcerer. Secondary name, Kingmaker, since his hand crowned every High King of Men to rule in the Age of Men (Third Age). After the Mistwraith's conquest, he acted as field agent for the Fellowship's doings across the continent. Also called Fiend-quencher, for his reputation for quelling iyats; Storm-breaker and Change-bringer for his past actions when Men first arrived upon Athera.

    root meaning: asan - heart; dir - stone 'heartrock'


    ATAINIA—north-eastern principality of Tysan.


    pronounced: ah-tay-nee-ah


    root meaning: itain - the third; ia - suffix for 'third domain' original Paravian, itainia


    ATCHAZ—town located in Alland, Shand. Famed for its silk.


    pronounced: at-chaz


    root meaning: atchias - silk


    ATH CREATOR—prime vibration, force behind all life.


    pronounced: ath


    root meaning: ath - prime, first (as opposed to an, one)


    ATH'IEL I'CUEL'AN ALESSTAIRIENT—Creator light your extreme persistence'dedication.


    pronounced: ahth-ee-el ih-cue-el-ahn ah-less-tay-ree-ent


    root meaning: ath - prime force of creation; iel - light; i'cuel'an - you'one or 'your' with prefix meaning shaded towards light intent; alesstairient -emphatic form, extreme dedication


    ATHERA—name for the world which holds the Five High Kingdoms; four Worldsend Gates; formerly inhabited by dragons, and current home of the Paravian races.


    pronounced: ath-air-ah


    root meaning: ath - prime force; era - place 'Ath's world'


    ATHIR—Second Age ruin of a Paravian stronghold, located in Ithilt, Rathain. Site of a seventh lane power focus; also where Arithon Teir's'Ffalenn swore his blood oath to survive to the Fellowship Sorcerer, Asandir.


    pronounced: ath-ear


    root meaning: ath - prime; i'er - the line'edge


    ATHLIEN PARAVIANS—sunchildren, dancers of the crystal flutes. Small race of semimortals, pixie-like, but possessed of great wisdom'keepers of the grand mystery.


    pronounced: ath-lee-en


    root meaning: ath - prime force; lien - to love 'Ath-beloved'


    ATHLIERIA—a dimension removed from physical time'space, or the exalted that lies past the veil.


    pronounced: ath-lee-air-ee-ah


    root meaning: ath - prime force; li'eria - exalted place, with suffix for Tjeyond the veil.'


    AVENOR—Second Age ruin of a Paravian stronghold. Traditional seat of the s'Ilessid High Kings. Restored to habitation in Third Age 5644. Became the ruling seat of the Alliance of Light in Third Age 5648. Located in Korias, Tysan.


    pronounced: ah-ven-or


    root meaning: avie - stag; norh - grove


    BARACH—second son of Jieret s'Valerient, and older brother of Jeynsa. Successor to the title. Earl of the North.


    pronounced: bar-ack


    root meaning: baraich - linchpin


    root meaning: bar - half; ris - way


    BIEDAR—desert tribe living in Sanpashir, Shand. Also known as the Keepers of the Prophecy. Their sacred weaving at the well produced the conception of Dari s'Ahelas, which crossed the old caithdein's lineage of s'Dieneval with the royal line of s'Ahelas, combining the gifts of prophetic clairvoyance with the Fellowship-endowed penchant for far-sight.


    pronounced: bee-dar


    root meaning: biehdahrr - ancient desert dialect for 'lore keepers'


    BITTERN DESERT—waste located in Atainia, Tysan, north of Althain Tower. Site of a First Age battle between the great drakes and the Seardluin, permanently destroyed by dragonfire.


    pronounced: bittern


    root meaning: bityern - to sear or char


    BRANSIAN s'BRYDION—Teir's'Brydion, ruling Duke of Alestron. Husband of Liesse.


    pronounced: bran-see-an


    root meaning: brand - temper; s'i'an - suffix denoting 'of the one''the one with temper


    CAITHDEIN—(alternate spelling caith'd'ein, plural form caithdeinen) Paravian name for a high king's first counsellor; also, the one who would stand as regent, or steward, in the absence of the crowned ruler. By heritage, the office also carries responsibility for oversight of crown royalty's fitness to rule,


    pronounced: kay-ith-day-in


    root meaning: caith - shadow; d'ein - behind the chair 'shadow behind the throne'


    CAMRIS—north-central principality of Tysan. Original ruling seat was the city of Erdane.


    pronounced: cam-ris


    root meaning: cairn - cross; ris - way 'cross-road'


    CAOLLE—past war-captain of the clans of Deshir, Rathain. First raised, and then served under, Lord Steiven, Earl of the North and caithdein of Rathain. Planned the campaign at Vastmark and Dier Kenton Vale for the Master of Shadow. Served Jieret Red-beard, and was feal liegeman of Arithon of Rathain; died of complications from a wound received from his prince while breaking a Koriani attempt to trap his liege in Third Age Year 5653.


    pronounced: kay-all-eh, with the 'e' nearly subliminal


    root meaning: caille - stubborn


    CARITHWYR—principality in Havish, once a grass-lands breeding ground for the Riathan Paravians. Now produces grain, cattle, fine hides, and also wine,


    pronounced: car-ith-ear


    root meaning: ci'arithiren - forgers of the ultimate link with prime power. An old colloquialism for unicorn.


    CATTRICK—master shipwright hired to run the royal shipyard at Riverton; once in Arithon's employ at Merior by the Sea, now in charge of the shipworks for Duke Bransian s'Brydion at Alestron.


    pronounced: cat-rick


    root meaning: ciattiaric - a knot tied of withies that has the magical property of confusing enemies


    CILADIS THE LOST—Fellowship Sorcerer who left the continent in Third Age 5462 in search of the Paravian races after their disappearance following the rebellion.


    pronounced: kill-ah-dis


    root meaning: cael - leaf; adds - whisper, compound; cael'adeis colloquialism for 'gentleness that abides'


    CILDEIN OCEAN—body of water lying off Athera's east coast.


    pronounced: kill-dine


    root meaning: cailde - salty; an – one


    CORITH—island west of Havish in the Westland Sea. Site of an old drake lair, and a ruined First Age foundation. Here the council of Paravians convened during siege, and their appeal brought the Second Dreaming by dragons, which enacted the summoning of the seven who became the Fellowship Sorcerers.


    pronounced: core-ith


    root meaning: cori - ships, vessels; itha - five


    CORRA—wife of Fiark, and mother of his children,


    pronounced: cor-ah


    root meaning: cor - ship; ar'ia - little etheric being'a benevolent sprite that brings good fortune to shipping endeavours. CORTEND—company sergeant, under Talvish's command.


    pronounced: core-tend


    root meaning: koria'tiend - one who keeps order; orderly spirit


    CRESIDEN—Dame Dawr's most trusted man-servant,


    pronounced: cress-i-den


    root meaning: criess - honest; i'den - light of manner, courteous


    D'AEDANTHIC—desert dialect, the name by which the Biedar tribe of Sanpashir refer to Davien.


    pronounced: die-dan-thick


    root meaning: d'ae - fire; danthic - hands


    DAELION FATEMASTER—'entity' formed by set of mortal beliefs, which determine the fate of the spirit after death. If Ath is the prime vibration, or life-force, Daelion is what governs the manifestation of free will.


    pronounced: day-el-ee-on


    root meaning: dael - king, or lord; i'on - of fate


    DAELION'S WHEEL—cycle of life and the crossing point that is the transition into death.


    pronounced: day-el-ee-on


    root meaning: dael - king or lord; i'on - of fate


    DAENFAL—town located on the northern shore of Daenfal Lake, which bounds the southern edge of Daon Ramon Barrens in Rathain.


    pronounced: dye-en-fall


    root meaning: daen - clay; fal - red


    DAKAR THE MAD PROPHET—apprentice to Fellowship Sorcerer, Asandir, during the Third Age following the Conquest of the Mistwraith. Given to spurious prophecies, it was Dakar who forecast the fall of the Kings of Havish in time for the Fellowship to save the heir. He made the Prophecy of West Gate, which forecast the Mistwraith's bane, and also, the Black Rose Prophecy, which called for reunification of the Fellowship. At this time, in the service of Arithon, Prince of Rathain.


    pronounced: dah-kar


    root meaning: dakiar - clumsy


    DAON RAMON BARRENS—central principality of Rathain. Site where Riathan Paravians (unicorns) bred and raised their young. Barrens was not appended to the name until the years following the Mistwraith's conquest, when the River Severnir was diverted at the source by a task force under Etarran jurisdiction.


    pronounced: day-on-rah-mon


    root meaning: daon - gold; ramon - hills'downs


    DARI s'AHELAS—crown heir of Shand who was sent to safety through West Gate to preserve the royal lineage. Born following the death of the last Crown Prince of Shand, subsequently raised and taught by Sethvir to manage the rogue talent of a dual inheritance. Her mother was Meiglin s'Dieneval, last survivor of the old caithdein's lineage of Melhalla, which was widely believed to have perished during the massacre at Tirans. However the pregnant widow of Egan s'Dieneval had escaped the uprising and survived under a false name in a Durn brothel.

    DARKLING—city located on the western side of the Skyshiel Mountains in the Kingdom of Rathain.


    pronounced: dark-ling


    root meaning: dierk-linng - drake eyrie


    DASCEN ELUR—splinter world off West Gate, where the heirs of three crown lineages lived in exile, with intent to spare the royal blood-lines from the upheaval that followed the Mistwraith's invasion.


    pronounced: das-en el-ur


    root meaning: dascen - ocean; e'lier - small land


    DAVIEN THE BETRAYER—Fellowship Sorcerer responsible for provoking the great uprising in Third Age Year 5018, that resulted in the fall of the high kings after Desh-thiere's conquest. Rendered discorporate by the Fellowship's judgement in Third Age 5129. Exiled since, by personal choice. Davien's works included the Five Centuries Fountain near Mearth on the splinter world of the Red Desert through West Gate; the shaft at Rockfell Peak, used by the Sorcerers to imprison harmful entities; the Stair on Rockfell Peak; and also, Kewar Tunnel in the Mathorn Mountains,


    pronounced: dah-vee-en


    root meaning: dahvi - fool; an - one 'mistaken one'


    DAWR s'BRYDION—grandmother of Duke Bransian of Alestron, and his brothers Keldmar, Parrien, and Mearn.


    pronounced: dour


    root meaning: dwyiar - vinegar wine DESHIR—north-western principality of Rathain.


    pronounced: desh-eer


    root meaning: deshir - misty


    DESH-THIERE—Mistwraith that invaded Athera from the splinter worlds through South Gate in Third Age 4993. Access cut off by Fellowship Sorcerer, Traithe. Battled and contained in West Shand for twenty-five years, until the rebellion splintered the peace, and the high kings were forced to withdraw from the defence lines to attend their disrupted kingdoms. Confined through the combined powers of Lysaer s'Ilessid's gift of Light and Arithon s'Ffalenn's gift of Shadow. Currently imprisoned in a warded flask in Rockfell Pit.


    pronounced: desh-thee-air-e (last 'e' mostly subliminal)


    root meaning: desk - mist; Mere - ghost or wraith


    DHARKARON AVENGER—called Ath's Avenging Angel in legend. Drives a chariot drawn by five horses to convey the guilty to Sithaer. Dharkaron as defined by the adepts of Ath's Brotherhood is that dark thread mortal men weave with Ath, the prime vibration, that creates self-punishment, or the root of guilt.

    DHIRKEN—lady captain of the contraband runner. Black Drake. Reputed to have taken over the brig's command by right of arms following her father's death at sea. Died at the hands of Lysaer's allies on the charge of liaison with Arithon s'Ffalenn, Third Age Year 5647.

    root meaning: dierk - tough; an - one


    DIER KENTON VALE—a valley located in the principality of Vastmark, Shand, where Lysaer's war host, thirty-five thousand strong, fought and lost to the Master of Shadow in Third Age 5647, largely decimated in one day by a shale slide. The remainder were harried by a small force of Vastmark shepherds and clan scouts from Shand, under Caolle, who served as Arithon's war-captain, until supplies and loss of morale broke the Alliance campaign,

    root meaning: dier'kendion - a jewel with a severe flaw that may result in shearing or cracking.


    DURN—town located in Orvandir, Shand. Birthplace of Meiglin s'CHeneval.

    EAST HALLA—principality in Melhalla.


    pronounced: east hall-ah


    root meaning: hal'lia - white light


    EASTWALL—city located in the Skyshiel Mountains, Rathain. EAST WARD—fishing and trade town located on the eastern coast of Fallowmere, in Rathain.


    EASTTAIR—fortified town located on the East Halla peninsula, in Melhalla.


    pronounced: ee-ass-tay-er


    root meaning: e'ast - small cove; taer - calm


    EBRAR—an elite captain, dedicate to the Light, serving under Sulfin Evend.


    pronounced: ee-brar


    root meaning: ebair - reliant, steady; i'er - the line


    ELAIRA—initiate enchantress of the Koriathain, currently serving the order as a wandering independent. Originally a street child, taken on in Morvain for Koriani rearing. Arithon's beloved.


    pronounced: ee-layer-ah


    root meaning: e - prefix, diminutive for small; laere - grace


    ELDIR s'LORNMEIN—King of Havish and once the last surviving scion of s'Lornmein royal line. Raised as a wool-dyer until the Fellowship Sorcerers crowned him at Ostermere in Third Age 5643 following the defeat of the Mistwraith. Now father of four children.


    pronounced: el-deer


    root meaning: elder - to ponder, to consider, to weigh


    ELLAINE—daughter of the Lord Mayor of Erdane, once Princess of Avenor by marriage to Lysaer s'Ilessid, and mother of Kevor s'Ilessid, who became an adept of Ath's Brotherhood.


    pronounced: el-lane


    not from the Paravian


    ELSSINE—town on the coast of Alland, Shand. Best known for its granite quarries and tempered steel.


    pronounced: el-seen


    root meaning: elssien - small pit


    ELTAIR BAY—large bay off Cildein Ocean and east coast of Rathain; where the River Severnir was diverted following the Mistwraith's conquest.


    pronounced: el-tay-er


    root meaning: al'tieri - of steel'a shortening of original Paravian name; dascen al'tieri - which meant 'ocean of steel' which referred to the colour of the waves


    ENTTHEN TUER—seeress living in the town of Erdane. Originally a Koriani sister who encountered the Biedar tribes in Sanpashir, and on the basis of their influence, was freed from her initiate's vow of service by Fellowship Sorcerer Asandir's intervention.


    pronounced: en-ith-en too-er


    root meaning: en'wethen - far-sighted; tuer - crone


    ERTEGAL—second youngest of the fourteen child survivors of the Tal Quorin massacre known as Jieret's Companions. Renowned as a shrewd tactician, he was ordered to serve Jieret's son Barach as war-captain in the Halwythwood camp rather than fight Lysaer's war host in Daon Ramon Barrens in Third Age Year 5670.


    pronounced: air-ee-gall


    root meaning: eriegal - snake


    ERLIEN s'TALEYN—High Earl of Alland; caithdein of Shand, chieftain of the forest clansmen of Selkwood. Once fought Arithon s'Ffalenn at sword-point over an issue of law bound over by Melhalla's caithdein and also as a trial of a sanctioned crown prince's honest character. Father of Kyrialt sTaleyn.


    pronounced: er-lee-an


    root meaning: aierlyan - bear; tal - branch; an - one'first 'of first branch'


    ETARRA—trade city built across the Mathorn Pass by townsfolk after the revolt that cast down Ithamon and the High Kings of Rathain. Nest of corruption and intrigue, and policy-maker for the North. Lysaer s'flessid was ratified as mayor upon Morfett's death in Third Age Year 5667. Site where Arithon defeated the Kralovir necromancers in Third Age Year 5671. Also the seat of the Alliance armed forces.


    pronounced: ee-tar-ah


    root meaning: e - prefix for small; taria - knots


    EVENSTAR—first brig stolen from Riverton's royal shipyard by Cattrick's conspiracy with Prince Arithon. Currently of Innish registry, running merchant cargoes under joint ownership of Fiark and his sister Feylind, who is master.


    FALLOWMERE—north-eastern principality of Rathain.


    pronounced: fal-oh-meer


    root meaning: fal'ei'miere - literally, tree self-reflection, colloquialism for 'place of perfect trees'


    EARSEE—coastal harbour on the Bay of Eltair, located in East Halla, Melhalla.


    pronounced: far-see


    root meaning: faersi - sheltered'muffled


    FATE'S WHEEL—see Daelion's Wheel.


    FELLOWSHIP OF SEVEN—sorcerers bound to Athera by the summoning dream of the dragons and charged to secure the mysteries that enable Paravian survival. Achieved their redemption from Cianor Sunlord, under the Law of the Major Balance in Second Age Year One. Originators and keepers of the covenant of the compact, made with the Paravian races, to allow Mankind's settlement on Athera in Third Age Year One. Their authority backs charter law, upheld by crown justice and clan oversight of the free wilds.


    FEITHAN—widow of Jieret s'Valerient, Earl of the North, and caithdein of Rathain, handfast to the Companion, Sidir.


    pronounced: faith-an


    root meaning: feiathen - ivy


    FEIYD ETH SA—Biedar dialect, from Sanpashir, meaning 'look at this!'


    pronounced: fay-eed-eth-saa


    root meaning: feiyd - look; eth - at; sa - this


    FENNICK—man-at-arms from the royal guard at Avenor, once honour guard to Prince Kevor, now reprieved and reassigned as one of Lysaer s'Ilessid's personal guard by Sulfin Evend.


    pronounced: fen-nick


    not from Paravian


    FEYLIND—daughter of a Scimlade fisherman and Jinesse, twin sister of Fiark, currently master of Evenstar, a merchant brig of Innish registry,


    pronounced: fay-lind


    root meaning: faelind'an - outspoken or noisy one


    FFEREDON-LI—ancient Paravian word for a healer, literally translated 'bringer of grace' and the name given to Elaira by an Araethurian seeress on the hour of Fionn Areth's birth.


    pronounced: fair-eh-dun-lee


    root meaning: ffaraton - maker; li - exalted grace


    FIANZIA—(ANZIA, diminutive form) wife of Mearn s'Brydion.


    pronounced: fie-an-zee-ah


    root meaning: ffianzia - jade FIARK—son of a Scimlade fisherman and Jinesse, twin brother of Feylind, currently a merchant factor at Innish, also handles all of Arithon's covert shore-side affairs. Husband of Corra.


    pronounced: fee-ark


    root meaning: fyerk - to throw or toss


    FIONN ARETH CAID'AN—goatherd's child born in Third Age 5647; fated by prophecy to leave home and play a role in the Wars of Light and Shadow. Laid under Koriani spellcraft to mature as Arithon's double, then used as the bait in the order's conspiracy to trap the s'Ffalenn prince. Rescued from execution in Jaelot in 5669-70. Currently in the protective custody of the Prince of Rathain, in company with Vhandon and Talvish at Alestron.


    pronounced: fee-on-are-eth cayed-ahn


    root meaning: fionne arith caid an - one who brings choice


    FIRSTMARK—port town located on the shore of Rockbay Harbor, in Radmoore, Melhalla. Known for its wine and hides.


    FORTHMARK—city in Vastmark, Shand. Once the site of a hostel of Ath's Brotherhood. By Third Age 5320, the site was abandoned and taken over by the Koriani Order as a healer's hospice, not from the Paravian


    GANISH—trade city located south of Methlas Lake in Orvandir, Shand.


    pronounced: gan-eesh


    root meaning: gianish - a halfway point, a stopping place


    GEVARD—officer from the Telzen garrison, allied with the Blessed Prince.


    pronounced: gev-ard


    not from the Paravian


    GLENDIEN—a Shandian clanswoman, wife to Kyrialt s'Taleyn, formerly the heir designate of the High Earl of Alland.


    pronounced: glen-dee-en


    root meaning: glyen - sultry; dim - object of beauty


    GREAT WAYSTONE—see entry for Waystone.


    GRIMWARD—a circle of spells of Paravian making that seal and isolate the dire dreams of dragon haunts, a force with the potential for mass destruction. With the disappearance of the old races, the defences are maintained by embodied Sorcerers of the Fellowship of Seven. There are seventeen separate sites listed at Althain Tower.


    HALLIRON SEN ALDUIN—native of Innish who became Masterbard of Athera in Third Age year 5597, after Murchiel. Son of Al'duin, husband of Deartha, and teacher of Arithon s'Ffalenn. Died of an injury dealt by the Mayor of Jaelot in year 5644.

    HALWYTHWOOD—forest located in Araethura, Rathain. Current main campsite of High Earl Barach's band, predominantly survivors of the Battle of Strakewood and Daon Ramon's late war.

    HANHAFFIN—river running through Selkwood in Alland and emptying into the Cildein Ocean.

    HANSHIRE—port city on the Westland Sea, coast of Korias, Tysan; reigning official Lord Mayor Garde, father of Sulfin Evend; opposed to royal rule at the time of Avenor ,s restoration. Haven for Koriathain at the time of the uprising, with strong ties to the Senior Circle.


    pronounced: han-sheer


    root meaning: hansh - sand; era - place


    HASPASTION—ghost of the dragon contained in the grimward located in Radmoore.


    pronounced: has-past-ee-on


    root meaning: hashpashdion - Drakish for black thunder


    HAVENS—an inlet on the north-eastern shore of Vastmark, Shand, now known as the site of the massacre enacted by the Spinner of Darkness, preceding the Battle of Dier Kenton Vale, Third Age Year 5647.


    HAVISH—one of the Five High Kingdoms of Athera as defined by the charters of the Fellowship of Seven. Ruled by Eldir s'Lornmein. Crown heritage: temperance. Device: gold hawk on red field.


    pronounced: hav-ish


    root meaning: havieshe - hawk


    HIGHSCARP—city sited near the stone quarries on the coast of the Bay of Eltair, located in Daon Ramon, Rathain. Also contains a sisterhouse of the Koriani Order.


    HILGRETH—war-captain in Selkwood, under Lord Erlien, High Earl of Alland.


    pronounced: hill-greth


    root meaning: huell - one who protects; gireth - gauntlet, war glove


    I'CUELAN AM-JIASK EDAEL I'lTCER—your feal prince attends you.


    pronounced: ee-kway-lan am-jee-ask ee-dah-el it-ee-cr


    root meaning: i'cuelan - your, with prefix for 'light' or focused intent; am-jiask - state of being bound by faith'feal; edael - prince; i'itier - one who holds with light'attends


    I'ENT CUELAN AM-JIASK EDAEL AMEINNT-HUELL I'TTERI—your feal prince attends, with protective intent—raised to the emphatic state, of personally claiming fullest responsibility, as the oath-bound prince who protects.

    ILITHARIS PARAVIANS—centaurs, one of three semimortal old races; disappeared after the Mistwraith's conquest, the last guardian's departure by Third Age Year 5100. They were the conservators of the earth's mysteries.

    INNISH—city located on the southcoast of Shand at the delta of the River Ippash. Birthplace of Halliron Masterbard. Formerly known as 'the Jewel of Shand' this was the site of the high king's winter court, prior to the time of the uprising. Home port of Evenstar, and Fiark's business as trade factor,


    pronounced: in-ish

    ISAER—power focus, built in the First Age in Atainia, Tysan, by the Ilitharis Paravians, to source the defence works of the Paravian keep of the same name.

    ISFARENN—etheric Name for the black stallion ridden by Asandir.


    pronounced: ees-far-en


    root meaning: is'feron - speed maker


    ISHLIR—town on the eastshore of Orvandir, Shand.

    root meaning: ieshlier - sheltered place


    ITHAMON—Historically significant in the First Age, site of a Paravian focus, a Second Age Paravian stronghold, and a Third Age ruin; built on a fifth lane power-node in Daon Ramon Barrens, Rathain, and inhabited until the year of the uprising. Site of the Compass Point Towers, or Sun Towers. Became the seat of the High Kings of Rathain during the Third Age and in Third Age Year 5638 was the site where Princes Lysaer s'Ilessid and Arithon s'Ffalenn battled the Mistwraith to confinement.

    ITHILT—peninsula bordering Minderl Bay, in eastern Rathain.

    ITHISH—city located at the edge of the principality of Vastmark, on the south-coast of Shand. Where the Vastmark wool factors once shipped fleeces.

    ITISHEALDLANT—to wish, or to bring lightness to a disrupted state'a splash, or shattering ripple raised to the emphatic - idiomatic for the energetic impact of a disruptive event.

    root meaning: i - prefix to specify by light; tishealdeant - splash, emphatic form IVEL—blind splicer from southcoastal Shand, once hired by Arithon at Merior.

    IYAT—energy sprite, and minor drake spawn inhabiting Athera, not visible to the eye, manifests in a poltergeist fashion by taking temporary possession of objects. Feeds upon natural energy sources: fire, breaking waves, lightning, and excess emotion where humans gather.

    JAELOT—city located on the coast of Eltair Bay at the southern border of the Kingdom of Rathain. Once a Second Age power site, with a focus circle. Now a merchant city with a reputation for extreme snobbery and bad taste. Also the site where Arithon s'Ffalenn played his eulogy for Halliron Masterbard, which raised the powers of the Paravian focus circle beneath the mayor's palace. The forces of the mysteries and resonant harmonics caused damage to city buildings, watch keeps, and walls, which has since been repaired. Site where Fionn Areth was arraigned for execution, as bait in a Koriani conspiracy that failed to trap Arithon s'Ffalenn.

    JIERET s'VALERIENT—former Earl of the North, clan chief of Deshir; caithdein of Rathain, sworn liegeman of Prince Arithon s'Ffalenn. Also son and heir of Lord Steiven. Blood parted to Arithon by sorcerer's oath prior to the battle of Strakewood Forest. Came to be known by head-hunters as Jieret Red-beard. Father of Jeynsa and Barach. Husband to Feithan. Died by Lysaer s'Ilessid's hand in Daon Ramon Barrens, Third Age Year 5670.

    JINESSE—mother of Fiark and Feylind, wife of Tharrick, resident of Innish.

    KALESH—town at the mouth of the harbour inlet from the Cildein Ocean, enemy of Alestron.


    pronounced: cal-esh


    root meaning: caille'iesh - stubborn hold


    KEIR'VE ARISH—an insulting embarrassment, idiom for a fool in Biedar tribal dialect.


    pronounced: kee-aar vay aah-ree-ch


    root meaning: keir've arish - translated as 'one caught with wet feet'


    KELDMAR s'BRYDION—younger brother of Duke Bransian of Alestron, older brother of Parrien and Mearn.


    pronounced: keld-mar


    root meaning: kieVd'maeran - one without pity


    KEVOR—son and heir of Lysaer s'Ilessid and Princess Ellaine; born at Avenor in Third Age 5655. At age fourteen, in his father's absence, he exercised royal authority and averted a riot by the panicked citizenry of Avenor. Thought dead by Khadrim fire in Westwood, but survived via an interaction with Ath's Brotherhood. Became an adept in Third Year 5670, at the hostel in Northerly, Tysan.

    KEWAR TUNNEL—cavern built beneath the Mathorn Mountains by Davien the Betrayer; contains the maze of conscience, which caused High King Kamridian s'Ffalenn's death. Arithon Teir's'Ffalenn successfully completed the challenge in Third Age Year 5670.


    pronounced: key-wahr


    root meaning: kewiar - a weighing of conscience


    KHADRIM—drake-spawned creatures, flying, fire-breathing reptiles that were the scourge of the Second Age. By the Third Age, they had been driven back and confined in the Sorcerers' Preserve in the volcanic peaks in north Tysan.

    KHARADMON—Sorcerer of the Fellowship of Seven; discorporate since rise of Khadrim and Seardluin levelled Paravian stronghold at Ithamon in Second Age 3651. It was by Kharadmon's intervention that the survivors of the attack were sent to safety by means of transfer from the fifth lane power focus. Currently working the wardings to defer a minor invasion of wraiths from Marak.

    KHETIENN—name for a brigantine built at Merior and owned by Arithon; also a small spotted wildcat native to Daon Ramon Barrens that became the s'Ffalenn royal device.

    KORIANI—possessive and singular form of the word 'Koriathain'; see entry.

    KORIATHAIN—order of enchantresses ruled by a circle of Seniors, under the power of one Prime Enchantress. They draw their talent from the orphaned children they raise, or from daughters dedicated to service by their parents. Initiation rite involves a vow of consent that ties the spirit to a power crystal keyed to the Prime's control.

    KRALOVIR—term for a sect of necromancers, also called the grey cult, destroyed by Arithon s'Ffalenn in Third Age Year 5671.

    KYRIALT sTALEYN—once heir designate and youngest son of the High Earl of Alland, Lord Erlien s'Taleyn, Caithdein of Shand, now bestowed as liegeman to Arithon of Rathain as a debt of honour.

    root meaning: kyrialt - word for the rune of crossing with the suffix for 'last' which is the name for the rune of ending.


    LANSHIRE—northernmost principality in the Kingdom of Havish. Name taken from the wastes at Scarpdale, site of First Age battles with Seardluin that blasted the soil to slag.

    root meaning: lan'hansh'era - place of hot sands


    LAW OF THE MAJOR BALANCE—founding order of the powers of the Fellowship of Seven, as taught by the Paravians. The primary tenet is that no force of nature should be used without consent, or against the will of another consciousness.


    LIENRIEL RIVER—crosses the free wilds of Alland, and joins the Hanhaffin inside of Selkwood, in the Kingdom of Shand.

    LIESSE s'BRYDION—Duchess of Alestron and wife of Duke Bransian.


    pronounced: lee-ess


    root meaning: liesse - state of accord, based from the word 'a note in harmony'


    LIRENDA—former First Senior Enchantress to the Prime, Koriani Order; failed in her assignment to capture Arithon s'Ffalenn for Koriani purposes. Currently under the Prime Matriarch's sentence of punishment,

    root meaning: lyron - singer; di-ia - a dissonance - the hyphen denotes a glottal stop


    LORN—town on the northcoast of Atainia, Tysan.


    pronounced: lorn


    root meaning: loern - an Atheran fish.


    LUGGER'S ISLET—a barrier island located off the shore of East Halla, popular as a haven for galleys during winter storms.


    LUHAINE—Sorcerer of the Fellowship of Seven - discorporate since the fall of Telmandir in Third Age Year 5018. Luhaine's body was pulled down by the mob while he was in ward trance, covering the escape of the royal heir to Havish.

    LYRANTHE—instrument played by the bards of Athera. Strung with fourteen strings, timed to seven tones (doubled). Two courses are 'drone strings' set to octaves. Five are melody strings, the lower three courses being octaves, the upper two, in unison.

    LYSAER s'Ilessid—prince of Tysan, 1497th in succession after Halduin, founder of the line in Third Age Year One. Gifted at birth with control of Light, and Bane of Desh-thiere. Also known as Blessed Prince since he declared himself avatar for the following known as the Alliance of Light.

    MARAK—splinter world, cut off beyond South Gate, left lifeless after creation of the Mistwraith. The original inhabitants were men exiled by the Fellowship from Athera for beliefs or practices that were incompatible with the compact sworn between the Sorcerers and the Paravian races, which permitted human settlement on Athera. Source of the Mistwraith, Desh-thiere, and the free wraiths that threaten Athera.

    MATHIELL GATE—last gate to the inner citadel in Alestron, Paravian built to withstand the fires of dragons. It was the Mathiell garrison who secured the span guarding incursion from the Wyntok Gate during the uprising that threatened clan rule in Third Age Year 5018.

    MATHORN MOUNTAINS—range that bisects the Kingdom of Rathain east to west.

    MEARN s'BRYDION—youngest brother of Duke Bransian of Alestron. Former ducal emissary to Lysaer s'Ilessid's Alliance of Light. Husband of Fianzia.


    pronounced: may-arn

    MEDLIR—name used by Arithon when he travelled incognito with Halliron Masterbard as apprentice in Third Age Years 5638 to 5647.


    pronounced: med-leer


    root meaning: midlyr - phrase of melody


    MELHALLA—High Kingdom of Athera once ruled by the line of s'Ellestrion. The last prince died in the crossing of the Red Desert. Currently stewarded by the Teiren's'Callient.


    pronounced: mel-hall-ah


    root meaning: maelhallia - grand meadows'plain - also word for an open space of any sort.


    MEIGLIN s'DIENEVAL—the legitimate daughter born to the widow of Egan s'Dieneval in Third Age 5019, just after his death in the slaughter of the rebellion. Heart's love of the last High King of Shand for one night, just prior to his death while fighting the Mistwraith. A weaving by the Biedar of Sanpashir, done at the behest of the last Centaur Guardian, ensured the union would bring conception, and the birth of Dari's'Ahelas. Also named Anshlien'ya in desert dialect, as the dawn of hope.

    root meaning: meiglin - passion; dim - large; eval - endowment, gifted talent


    MERIOR BY THE SEA—small seaside fishing village on the Scimlade peninsula in Alland, Shand. Once the temporary site of Arithon's shipyard. Birth place of Fiark and Feylind.

    METHISLE FORTRESS—a Paravian keep on an islet in Methlas Lake in Orvandir, currently overseen by the Guardian of Methisle, the Master Spellbinder, Verrain.

    METHURI—METHURIEN (plural form) an 'yaf-related parasite that infested live hosts and altered them for the purpose of creating new hosts. Extinct by the Third Age.

    MI A'DAELIENT—address given by a liegeman or woman to acknowledge the realm's queen.

    MINDERL BAY—body of water inside of Crescent Isle, off the eastshore of Rathain.


    pronounced: mind earl

    MISTWRAITH—see Desh-thiere.


    MORRIEL—Prime Enchantress of the Koriathain since the Third Age 4212. Instigated the plot to upset the Fellowship's compact, which upset seven of the magnetic lanes on the continent. Her death on winter solstice 5670 left an irregular succession, resolved by the elevation of an incompetent initiate, Selidie, who had been chosen to facilitate an unprincipled act of possession by Morriel, which usurped the young woman's body.

    MORVATN—city located in the principality of Araethura, Rathain, on the west coast of Instrell Bay. Elaira's birthplace.

    NARMS—city on the coast of Instrell Bay, built as a craft centre by Men in the early Third Age. Best known for dyeworks.


    pronounced: narms


    root meaning: narms - colour


    NORTHSTOR—trade port at the northern tip of the East Halla peninsula, and Vaststrait.


    pronounced: north stor


    root meaning: stor - summit or apex of a triangle


    ORVANDIR—principality located in north-eastern Shand.


    pronounced: or-van-deer


    root meaning: orvein - crumbled; dir - stone


    PARAVIA—name for the continent inhabited by the Paravians, and locale of the Five Kingdoms.


    pronounced: par-ay-vee-ah


    root meaning: para - great; i'a - suffix denoting entityship, and raised to the feminine aspect, which translates as ' inclusive of, or holding the aspect for greatness'


    PARAVIAN—name for the three old races that inhabited Athera before Mankind. Including the centaurs, the sunchildren, and the unicorns, these races never die unless mishap befalls them; they are the world's channel, or direct connection, to Ath Creator.

    root meaning: para - great; i'on - fate or great mystery


    PARRIEN s'BRYDION—younger brother of Duke Bransian s'Brydion of Alestron, Keldmar, and older brother of Mearn. Husband of Tiassa. Broke Arithon's leg in Third Age Year 5654, and in restitution awarded Rathain's prince the service of two s'Brydion retainers, Talvish and Vhandon.

    PELLAIN—trade town located on the inland bounds of East Halla, Melhalla.

    QUAID—trade town in Carithwyr, Havish, lying inland along the road from Los Mar to Redburn. Famous for fired clay and brick,

    RAIETT RAVEN—brother of the Mayor of Hanshire; uncle of Sulfin Evend. Considered a master statesman and a bringer of wars. Served as High Chancellor of Etarra, ruling in the absence of the ratified mayor. Died in Arithon's purge of the Grey Kralovir necromancers from Etarra, Third Age 5671.

    RATHAIN—High Kingdom of Athera ruled by descendants of Torbrand s'Ffalenn since Third Age Year One. Device: black-and-silver leopard on green field. Arithon Teir's'Ffalenn is sanctioned crown prince, by the hand of Asandir of the Fellowship, in Third Age Year 5638 at Etarra.

    RAUVEN TOWER—home of the s'Ahelas mages who brought up Arithon s'Ffalenn and trained him to the ways of power. Located on the splinter world, Dascen Elur, through West Gate.

    REDBURN—town located in a deep inlet in the northern shore of Rockbay Harbor in Havistock, Havish.


    pronounced: red-burn


    not from the Paravian


    RIATHAN PARAVIANS—unicorns, the purest, most direct connection to Ath Creator; the prime vibration channels directly through the horn.


    pronounced: ree-ah-than


    root meaning: ria - to touch; ath - prime life-force; an - one; ri'athon - one who touches divinity


    RIVERTON—trade town at the mouth of the Dswater River, in Korias, Tysan; once the site of Lysaer's royal shipyard, before the site burned by Cattrick's sabotage in Third Age Year 5654.


    ROCKBAY HARBOR—body of water located on the southcoast, between Shand and West Shand.


    ROCKFELL PEAK—mountain containing Rockfell Pit, used to imprison harmful entities throughout all three Ages. Located in West Halla, Melhalla; became the warded prison for Desh-thiere.


    pronounced: rock-fell


    not from the Paravian


    s'AHELAS—family name for the royal line appointed by the Fellowship Sorcerers in Third Age Year One to rule the High Kingdom of Shand. Gifted geas: far-sight. Also the lineage that carries the latent potential for the rogue talent for far-sight and prophecy, introduced when the caithdein's lineage of s'Dieneval became crossed with the royal line in Third Age 5036, resulting in Dari's birth in winter, 5037.

    s'BRYDION—ruling line of the Dukes of Alestron. The only old blood clansmen to maintain rule of a fortified city through the uprising that defeated the rule of the high kings.


    pronounced: s-bry-dee-on


    root meaning: baridien - tenacity


    s'CALLIENT—lineage of the Caithdeinen of Melhalla, Fellowship chosen to succeed s'Dieneval after the fall of Tirans.


    pronounced: scal-lee-ent


    root meaning: caillient - most extreme form of 'fixed' or stubborn - 'immovable'


    SCARPDALE—waste in Lanshire, Havish. Created by a First Age war with Seardluin. Site of the Scarpdale grimward.


    pronounced: scarp-dale


    not from the Paravian


    SCIMLADE TIP—peninsula at the south-east corner of Alland, Shand.


    pronounced: skim-laid


    root meaning: scimlait - curved knife or scythe


    SECOND AGE—Marked by the arrival of the Fellowship of Seven at Crater Lake, their called purpose to fight the drake spawn.


    s'DIENEVAL—lost lineage of the Caithdeinen of Melhalla, the last to carry the title being Egan, who died at the side of his high king in the battle to subdue the Mistwraith. The blood-line carried strong talent for prophecy, and was decimated during the sack of Tirans in the uprising in Third Age Year 5018, with Egan's pregnant wife the sole survivor. Her daughter, Meiglin, was mother of Dari s'Ahelas, crown heir of Shand.

    root meaning: dien - large; eval - endowment, gifted talent


    SEARDLUIN—drake-spawned, vicious, intelligent cat-like predators that roved in packs that sought ruthless slaughter of other living things. Battled to extinction by the middle of the Second Age for the sake of Paravian survival. Remnant recall of them can arise in the dreams of grimwarded drake haunts.


    pronounced: seerd-loo-win


    root meaning: seard - bearded; luin - feline


    SEITHUR—Biedar tribal dialect, meaning one whose choice will determine the future.


    pronounced: see-thur


    root meaning: seithur - one whose choice affects all generations to come


    SELIDIE—young woman initiate appointed by Morriel Prime as a candidate in training for succession. Assumed the office of Prime Matriarch after Morriel's death on winter solstice in Third Age Year 5670, at which time an unprincipled act of possession by Morriel usurped the young woman's body.


    pronounced: sell-ih-dee


    root meaning: selyadi - air sprite


    SELKWOOD—forest located in Alland, Shand.


    pronounced: selk-wood


    root meaning: selk - pattern


    SESHKROZCHIEL—name for the female dragon who was mated to Haspastion.


    pronounced: sesh-crows-chee-ell


    root meaning: seshkrozchiel - Drakish for blue lightning


    SETHVIR—Sorcerer of the Fellowship of Seven, also trained to serve as Warden of Althain since Third Age 5100, when the last centaur guardian departed after the Mistwraith's conquest.


    pronounced: seth-veer


    root meaning: seth - fact; vaer - keep


    SEVRAND s'BRYDION—heir designate of Duke Bransian of Alestron.


    pronounced: sev-rand


    root meaning: sevaer'an'd - one who travels behind, a follower


    s'FFALENN—family name for the royal line appointed by the Fellowship Sorcerers in Third Age Year One to rule the High Kingdom of Rathain. Gifted geas: compassion'empathy.


    pronounced: s-fal-en


    root meaning: ffael - dark, an - one


    s'GANNLEY—lineage of the Earls of the West, once the Camris princes, now bearing the heritage of Caithdein of Tysan. Iamine s'Gannley was the woman founder.


    pronounced: sgan-lee


    root meaning: gaen - guide; li - exalted or in harmony


    SHADDORN—town located on the Scimlade Tip in Alland, Shand.


    pronounced: shad-dorn


    root meaning: shaddiern - sea turtle


    SHAMD—High Kingdom on the south-east corner of the Paravian continent, originally ruled by the line of s'Ahelas. Current device, purple-and-gold chevrons, since the adjunct kingdom of West Shand came under high crown rule. The old device was a falcon on a crescent moon, sometimes still showed, backed by the more recent purple-and-gold chevrons.


    pronounced: shand - as in 'hand'


    root meaning: shayn or shiand - two'pair


    SHANDOR—trade port located on the westshore of Rockbay Harbor, in West Shand.


    pronounced: shan-door


    root meaning: cianor - to shine


    SHEHANE ALTHAIN—Hitharis Paravian who dedicated his spirit as defender and guardian of Althain Tower.


    pronounced: shee-hay-na all-thayn


    root meaning: shiehai'en -to give for the greater good; alt - last; thain -tower


    SHIPSPORT—city located on the Bay of Eltair in the principality of West Halla, Melhalla.


    SIDIR—one of the Companions, who were the fourteen boys to survive the Battle of Strakewood. Served Arithon at the Battle of Dier Kenton Vale, and the Havens. Second-in-command of Earl Jieret's war band. Handfast to Feithan, widow of the former Earl of the North,


    pronounced: see-deer


    root meaning: i'sid'i'er - one who has stood at the verge of being lost.


    s'ILESSID—family name for the royal line appointed by the Fellowship Sorcerers in Third Age Year One to rule the High Kingdom of Tysan. Gifted geas: justice.


    pronounced: s-ill-ess-id


    root meaning: liessiad - balance


    SILVERMARSH—large bog located south of Daenfal Lake, in West Halla, Melhalla.


    SINDELLE—wife of Keldmar s'Brydion of Alestron.


    pronounced: sin-dell-e


    root meaning: san - black, dark; ael - destiny; 'e - suffix for future in potentia


    SITHAER—mythological equivalent of hell, halls of Dharkaron Avenger's judgement; according to Ath's adepts, that state of being where the prime vibration is not recognized.


    pronounced: sith-air


    root meaning: sid - lost; Mere - wraith'spirit


    SIX TOWERS—trade town located in Orvandir, Shand.


    SKYRON FOCUS—large aquamarine focus stone, used by the Koriani Senior Circle for their major magic after the loss of the Great Waystone during the rebellion.


    pronounced: sky-run


    root meaning: skyron - colloquialism for shackle; s'kyr'i'on - literally 'sorrowful fate'


    SKYSHTELS—mountain range that runs north and south along the eastern coast of Rathain.


    pronounced: sky-shee-ells


    root meaning: skyshia - to pierce through; iel - ray


    SLTESHENG DHAVI! AYKRAUKITEN KIEL'D'MAER TTEND! - Slinking fool! Scorch your pitiless spirit!


    pronounced: slee-shing dah-vee! aye-croak eh-een kee-eld-may-er tee-end


    root meaning: sliesheng - slinking; dhavi - fool; aykrauk - to scorch; i'ien - an ill wish sent upon you, by intent; kiel'd'maer - pitiless; tiend - spirit


    SOUTHSHIRE—town on the southcoast of Alland, Shand, known for shipbuilding.


    pronounced: south-shire


    not from the Paravian


    sTALEYN—lineage of the Caithdeinen of Shand.


    pronounced: stall-ay-en


    root meaning: tal - branch; an - one'first 'of the first branch' STARBORN—name for the Fellowship Sorcerers used by the Biedar tribe of Sanpashir.


    STORLAINS—mountains dividing the Kingdom of Havish.


    pronounced: store-lanes


    root meaning: storlient - largest summit, highest divide


    STRAKEWOOD—forest in the principality of Deshir, Rathain; site of the battle of Strakewood Forest, where the garrison from Etarra marched against the clans under Steiven s'Valerient and Prince Arithon, in Third Age Year 5638.


    pronounced: strayk-wood similar to 'stray wood'


    root meaning: streik - to quicken, to seed


    SULFIN EVEND—son of the Mayor of Hanshire who holds the post of Alliance Lord Commander under Lysaer s'Ilessid. Spared Lysaer from his dark binding to the Kralovir Necromancers, and in the course of that awakened the talent of his outbred clan lineage: of s'Gannley descent, through Diarin s'Gannley, who was abducted and forced to marry his great grandsire. Bound to the land in Third Age 5670 when he swore a caithdein's oath at Althain Tower as part of his bargain with Enithen Tuer, who in turn imparted the ceremonial knowledge and the Biedar knife used to sever the etheric cords the cult used to enslave victims.


    pronounced: sool-finn ev-end


    root meaning: suilfinn eiavend - colloquialism, diamond mind 'one who is persistent'


    SUNCHILDREN—common name for Athlien Paravians, see entry.


    SUNLOOP—a device for augury, wrought by the Fellowship Sorcerer Ciladis, and completed in Third Age 5129, which was designed to reflect the first return of sunlight to Paravia, following the Mistwraith's invasion. s'VALERIENT—family name for the Earls of the North, regents and caithdein for the High Kings of Rathain.


    pronounced: val-er-ee-ent


    root meaning: vol - straight; erient - spear


    TAL QUORIN—river formed by the confluence of watershed on the southern side of Strakewood, principality of Deshir, Rathain, where traps were laid for Etarra's army in the battle of Strakewood Forest, and where the rape and massacre of Deshir's clan women and children occurred under Lysaer and head-hunters under Pesquil's command in Third Age Year 5638.


    pronounced: tal quar-in


    root meaning: tal - branch; quorin - canyons


    TALITH—Etarran princess; former wife of Lysaer s'Ilessid, estranged from him and incarcerated on charges of consorting with the Master of Shadow. Eventually murdered by a conspiracy of Avenor's crown council, when an arranged accident caused her fall from Avenor's tower of state in Third Age 5653.


    pronounced: tal-ith - to rhyme with 'gal with'


    root meaning: tal - branch; lith - to keep'nurture


    TALVISH—a clanborn retainer in armed service to s'Brydion at Alestron who was sworn as liegeman to the Prince Arithon as a point of honour.


    pronounced: tall-vish


    root meaning: talvesh - reed


    TEIDWAR—Biedar dialect for outland strange person who fares through another's place, kinless.


    pronounced: tide-war


    root meaning: tiedwar - a traveller who does not belong to the tribe


    TEIR—masculine form of a title fixed to a name denoting heirship,


    pronounced: tayer


    root meaning: teir's - successor to power


    TEIREN—feminine form of Teir.


    TEIVE—first mate of the merchant brig Evenstar and father of Feylind's two children.


    pronounced: tee-ev


    root meaning: tierve - reliable


    TELMANDIR—seat of the High Kings of Havish in Lithmere, Havish. Ruined during the uprising in Third Age Year 5018, rebuilt by High King Eldir s'Lornmein after his coronation in Third Age Year 5643.


    pronounced: tel-man-deer


    root meaning: telman'en - leaning; dir - rock


    TELZEN—town on the eastshore of Alland, Shand.


    pronounced: tell-zen


    root meaning: tielsen - to saw wood


    THARIDOR—trade city on the shores of the Bay of Eltair in Melhalla.


    pronounced: thar-i-door


    root meaning: tier'i'dur - keep of stone


    THARRICK—former captain of the guard in the city of Alestron assigned charge of the duke's secret armoury; now married to Jinesse and working as a gentleman mercenary guard at Innish.


    pronounced: thar-rick


    root meaning: thierik - unkind twist of fate


    THIRDMARK—port town located on the eastshore of Rockbay Harbor, Shand.


    TIASSA—wife of Parrien s'Brydion of Alestron.


    pronounced: tee-ass-ah


    root meaning: tias's'a - a woman of wealth or means


    TIENELLE—high-altitude herb valued by mages for its rnind-expanding properties. Highly toxic. No antidote. The leaves, dried and smoked, are most potent. To weaken its powerful side effects and allow safer access to its vision, Koriani enchantresses boil the flowers, then soak tobacco leaves with the brew.


    pronounced: tee-an-ell-e ('e' mostly subliminal)


    root meaning: tien - dream; iel - light'ray


    TIRANS—trade town located on the East Halla peninsula in Melhalla, also a Second Age ruin, seat of the High Kings of Melhalla, sacked during the uprising in Third Age Year 5018. Site of a Paravian focus circle.


    pronounced: tee-rans


    root meaning: tier - to hold fast, to keep, or to covet


    TIRIACS—mountain range to the north of Mirthlvain Swamp, in Midhalla, Melhalla.


    pronounced: tie-ree-axe


    root meaning: tieriach - alloy of metals


    TORBRAND s'FFALENN—founder of the s'Ffalenn line appointed by the Fellowship of Seven to rule the High Kingdom of Rathain in Third Age Year One.


    pronounced: tor-brand


    root meaning: tor - sharp, keen; brand - temper


    TORNIR PEAKS—mountain range on western border in Camris, Tysan. Northern half is actively volcanic, and there the last surviving packs of Khadrim are kept under ward.


    pronounced: tor-neer


    root meaning: tor - sharp, keen; nier - tooth


    TRAITHE—Sorcerer of the Fellowship of Seven. Solely responsible for the closing of South Gate to deny further entry to the Mistwraith. Traithe lost most of his faculties in the process and was left with a limp. Since it is not known whether he can make the transfer into discorporate existence with his powers impaired, he has retained his physical body.


    pronounced: tray-the


    root meaning: traithe - gentleness


    TYSAN—one of the Five High Kingdoms of Athera as defined by the charters of the Fellowship of Seven. Ruled by the s'Ilessid royal line. Device: gold star on blue field.


    pronounced: tie-san


    root meaning: tiasen - rich


    VALDIE—widow of a Hanshire lancer who was lost in the Korias grimward in Third Age 5653.


    pronounced: val-dee


    root meaning: val - straight; die - pretty object - colloquial for faithfully fair


    VARENS—trade town on the shore of Eltair Bay in East Halla, Melhalla.


    pronounced: var-ens


    root meaning: var'uens - keep safe, or lock


    VASTMARK—principality located in south-western Shand. Highly mountainous and not served by trade-roads. Its coasts are renowned for shipwrecks. Inhabited by nomadic shepherds and wyverns, non-fire-breathing, smaller relatives of Khadrim. Site of the grand massacre of Lysaer's war host in Third Age 5647.


    pronounced: vast-mark


    root meaning: vhast - bare; mheark - valley


    VASTSTRAJT—narrows linking the Cildein Ocean with the Bay of Eltair on the eastshore-line.


    pronounced: vast-straight


    root meaning: vhast - bare


    VERRAIN—master spellbinder, trained by Luhaine; stood as Guardian of Mirthlvain when the Fellowship of Seven was left short-handed after the conquest of the Mistwraith.


    pronounced: ver-rain


    root meaning: ver - keep; ria - touch; an - one original Paravian: verria'an


    VHALZEEN—city located in West Shand, shore of Rockbay Harbor on the border by Havish. Famed for shell-inlaid lacquer furnishings.


    pronounced: val-zeen


    root meaning: from Drakish, vhchalsckeen - white sands


    VHANDON—a renowned clanborn war-captain of Duke Bransian s'Brydion of Alestron, assigned to Prince Arithon's service as a point of honour in Third Age Year 5654.


    pronounced: van-done


    root meaning: vhandon - steadfast


    WARDEN OF ALTHAIN—alternative title for the Fellowship Sorcerer, Sethvir, who received custody of Althain Tower and the powers of the earth link from the last centaur guardian to leave the continent of Paravia in Third Age Year 5100.


    WAYSTONE—spherical-cut amethyst used by the Koriathain to channel the full power of all enchantresses in their order, lost during the great rebellion that threw down the rule of the high kings, and recovered from Fellowship custody by Lirenda in Third Age Year 5647. Currently useless to the order, due to Arithon's arranged sabotage, which has infiltrated a stray iyat into the stone's matrix.


    WESTWOOD—forest located north of the Great West Road in Camris, Tysan.


    WERPOINT—fishing town and outpost on the north-east coast of Fallowmere, Rathain.


    pronounced: were-point


    root meaning: wyr - all, sum as in numerical total.


    WEST HALLA—principality located in Kingdom of Melhalla.


    pronounced: west hall-ah


    root meaning: hal'lia - white light


    WHTTEHOLD—city located on the shore of Eltair Bay, Kingdom of Melhalla. WILLOWBROOK—stream feeding into the River Lienriel in Selkwood, located in Alland in Shand.


    WYNTOK GATE—upper gate in the citadel of Alestron, opening onto the suspended wooden bridge that crosses the tidal moat to the Mathiell Gate.


    pronounced: win-tock


    root meaning: wuinn - vulture; Hoik - roost
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
