Afterword






I always have a hard time starting these afterwords. And when I’m writing one for a new publisher for the first time, it feels just as difficult as doing the one for my debut novel did.


It’s totally different from doing the second volume in a series; it’s the space where you get to introduce yourself to new readers, after all, so you get the urge to sex things up a little, add a dash of humor, that kind of thing. Then again, the fear of sounding corny makes you want to rein in that impulse, too.




Eventually, you end up pulling out all the books in your house and excavating their back matter for any useful tips or tricks. But at the end of the day, all that effort doesn’t really yield much in the way of valuable lessons. Either the authors take far more liberties with their writing than you’re comfortable emulating, or they play it too safe and it ends up totally boilerplate.




There’s a huge gap dividing authors who enjoy writing afterwords and those who don’t. As for me, I’m in the former group, and I like to make ’em nice and long.




Consequently, I decided to let it all hang out, like I always do. My editor S gave me the go-ahead to make it as long as I want, so I get to write to my little heart’s content. Huzzah! What incredible relief!




And so, without adding to that already overlong preamble, hello everyone. This is Kakeru Kobashiri. As I imagine many of you have already realized, this story takes place in the same universe as my debut series, Grimoire of Zero. Let’s be honest, it’s basically a sequel. In terms of the timeline, the order goes: Grimoire of Zero → The Witch and Beast’s Extremely Normal Village-Building (online publication) → The Dawn of the Witch. Though this series has all-new main characters, many of the people from Grimoire also appear, and even more of them are slated to show up down the line.




That said, I absolutely wrote this first installment as the beginning of an entirely new series, one that readers unfamiliar with the world could just jump right into. I’ll have to leave it to you to decide whether I succeeded. Do let us know by writing to the editorial department─your letters may very well affect the fate of this series.




Why? is the question I imagine must be resting on many of your lips. Why would you publish this series with a different publisher, when the universe and timeline are connected to the previous one? Honestly, I would feel uneasy leaving the question totally unaddressed, so without getting into all the details, the real answer is: it just kinda happened?

I’m pretty sure I’m not alone in this, and there are plenty of others who feel like some wily fox has been messing with their heads.




After many discussions amidst the chaos, I received my previous editor’s blessing and was encouraged to continue unfolding this universe with Kodansha. And despite the unexpected turn of events, we still managed to publish this book in 2018 thanks to incredible fate, luck, miracles, and good will. This work avoided a cold death on the cutting room floor thanks to the efforts of so many wonderful people. I thank you all so, so much.




And now, I’d like to turn to the content of the book itself. I think it should go without saying that the guiding force in this story is none other than Loux Krystas. She is, in a few words, a thou-dost loli, the quintessential loli hag. Yes, dear readers, we’re dealing with a loli hag.




Some characters the author carefully crafts into existence, while others are born all on their own. Los is unquestionably the latter. I decided I wanted something to happen before Saybil got to the headmaster’s office, and there was Los, standing right in front of the door. The rest basically happened on auto-pilot. Los took her students, and me, by the hand and tugged us along, leading us through the story.




Her appearance, however, took a while to cement. “Zero’s got silver hair and Albus is a blonde, so I guess Los should have black hair? Oh, but Sayb’s already got black hair.
