Six-Colored Hexing Circle of Transference

By keeping the target within the confines of the Hexing Circle, the target’s skills and affinities in Fire, Water, Wind, Earth, Light, and Dark magic can be transferred to a second target.

Once the hex is 50% complete, the transferred skills and affinities manifest in the beneficiary. Note that in order for the hex to be effective, the target and beneficiary must share a soul compatibility of blood-relation class.

Target: Shuria    Beneficiary: Eumis Elmia

Hex progression: 96% (Time remaining: 7 days)

So in order to advance her research, she took the magical ability of her elf-blood sister.
