Hence all the members of the council know the danger we, as well as the whole realm, are confronting.” 
 
    The other members, and particularly the leaders, nodded. Some murmured words of worry, even of rage. 
 
    “The Dark Rangers represent the biggest threat we have suffered in a hundred years. We need to unmask their leaders and put an end to them.” 
 
    The statement received the support of everybody there. 
 
    “We’ve got to make them disappear,” came a voice. 
 
    “Before we begin our deliberations, I would like to summon those people who witnessed the betrayal to give evidence before the council. The members of the council have the right to hear at first hand the information we have about this threat. The first one I want to call is Ranger Egil Olafstone.” 
 
    Lasgol glanced at his friend as he stood up. “Courage,” he whispered. 
 
    Egil smiled and stepped forward. He stopped at the feet of the great carpet, beneath the roots of the great oak. 
 
    “Egil, if you please, tell the Council everything you’ve found out about the Dark Rangers.” 
 
    Egil cleared his throat and gave his account as clearly and simply as he could. When he had finished, the members of the Council asked him questions, which he answered. Then he withdrew to his place on the bench beside his comrades. 
 
    Next Gondabar called Gerd. As the giant walked up to testify, he was as white as a sheet. He did it as best he could, and answered all the questions. After him, Gondabar called Valeria, then Ingrid, Viggo, Lasgol and Astrid. Once they had testified, they returned to their places on the bench. 
 
    “As you see, the threat is greater than we had thought,” Gondabar went on. “The Dark Rangers are not simply a few among us whom Eyra and the leaders of that group have managed to entice to their secret faction. They’ve been recruiting all those who didn’t manage to pass the course at the Camp – and I very much fear, even those who failed to graduate as Specialists at the Shelter. That means their numbers are far higher than we’d thought.” 
 
    “In addition to that, they’ve probably recruited members outside the Rangers among the King’s soldiers,” Sigrid, the Mother Specialist, suggested. “There are those who were expelled or dishonored or who are deserters there as well.” 
 
    “Yes, that’s a very real possibility we’ll have to look into,” Gondabar agreed. 
 
    “I won’t say it’s not possible,” Sven said, “but I certainly find it very difficult to believe.” The Commander of the King’s Forces was coming into the Council. He went to stand outside the carpet formed by the members of the Council, as he was not a Ranger himself but belonged to the King’s army. 
 
    “Many soldiers end their days expelled from the army,” said Engla. 
 
    “That’s true. It’s a tough life, a soldier’s. Deserters and those who are expelled with dishonor end up committing crimes, and pay for them.” 
 
    “They might have been bought with gold,” Sigrid said. “We’ve already heard that they have gold and they’re well-financed.”  
 
    “I find it hard to believe, but I won’t say it’s impossible,” Sven admitted. 
 
    “Everyone on the Council will have their opportunity to express their own points of view, as well as suggest courses of action they feel are appropriate,” Gondabar said. He could see that arguments among the members of the Council were already under way. 
 
    “That seems correct to me,” said Sigrid, and Sven took a step back, off the carpet. 
 
    “We now begin our exchange of views with the roots of our noble oak,” Gondabar said. “The Leaders of the Camp train the new generations of Rangers and mold our future leaders, and hence are the roots of our corps.” He greeted Ivana, Haakon, and Esben, who in turn rose from their chairs and bowed respectfully to him. “In order of length of service in the corps, I call on Esben, Master Ranger of the School of Wildlife.”  
 
    Esben gave his opinion. “The person who should really be speaking first in this Council is Eyra. I, in particular, feel a deep pain that she’s unable to do so. I’ve puzzled over this for a long time, and I still can find no reason why she should have committed the atrocious acts she’s accused of.” 
 
    “They have been more than proven,” Gondabar told him. 
 
    “I’m not saying otherwise, and her flight shows it. It’s just that we’ve been united by a sincere friendship for many years, and I find it very difficult to understand what has happened. Her betrayal, her attempt to kill Dolbarar and occupy his place as Leader of the Camp... I would never have imagined it. Hence, and after thinking about it thoroughly, I believe we ought to be far more prudent and more vigilant than ever. There are snakes among us, and we need to find them out and cut off their heads before they poison us with their venomous bite. How this group of Dark Rangers was created I don’t know, but they’re among us, and hence we have to find them and finish them off before the evil becomes irreversible.” 
 
    Esben’s words stirred agreement among the other members of the Council.  
 
    “I call on Haakon, Master Ranger of the School of Expertise,” said Gondabar. 
 
    “Those who know me well,” Haakon began, “know I don’t usually keep my opinions to myself, and hence there are some among our own people who already know mine. To fight against that secret organization and unmask their leader, we need to be able to count on very strong leadership. Otherwise we’ll be unable to defeat them.” 
 
    Several of the leaders protested at his words. “We have strong leadership,” Gisli told him. 
 
    Haakon did not flinch, but let the murmurs of disapproval fade before he went on. 
 
    “We need to ask ourselves how it’s possible for this to have happened in front of our own noses, without our realizing. There’s only one explanation: we’ve allowed ourselves to relax. All of us. This relaxation, this lack of concentration, is due to the self-satisfaction of our present leaders. Without an iron hand guiding the destiny of the Rangers, we find ourselves facing this problem, and others that are worse.” 
 
    Once again, words opposing his opinion filled the Council. “You’re wrong,” Annika told him. “You’re young and arrogant. Our leaders are exceptional.”  
 
    Gondabar, whose expression showed that those words had affected him, raised his hand to quell the murmuring. “Let Haakon express his opinion. He has the right to do so. We all need to express ourselves. That’s the aim of this Council, and it must be respected.” 
 
    Haakon nodded and went on. “That is why I propose that we must change the position of the King’s Master Ranger and vote to elect a new leader who can guide us in these difficult times.” 
 
    The proposal did not go down at all well with many in the hall. They protested irately, waving their arms and showing their disagreement with Haakon’s words. 
 
    “Thank you, Haakon,” said Gondabar. “Now I invite Ivana, Master Ranger of the School of Archery.”  
 
    Ivana addressed the council: “In my opinion, the situation we find ourselves in is in part our own fault. It’s come about under our leadership, and hence is our responsibility. I understand Haakon’s position, although I don’t entirely share it. We must strengthen the leadership, that is irrefutable. But is choosing another leader the right way to do it? It may be, I don’t deny it. Nevertheless, what I propose to the Council is that our leadership should be closely monitored by someone from outside the corps itself.” 
 
    “What would this external entity be?” Gondabar asked. 
 
    “One that would monitor the leaders’ performance and what is currently happening in the corps. It could be someone who has the confidence of His Majesty the King.” 
 
    This suggestion did not go down well with many. It implied that the King would now take even more control over the Rangers, who although they served him, were independent from His Majesty’s aims. 
 
    “The military powers must remain separate from those of the Rangers,” Sigrid said, and there were voices of acceptance. 
 
    Gondabar now invited Dolbarar to speak, as Leader of the Camp. “Dolbarar has suffered the betrayal in his own flesh, and almost died as a result. Let us hear his words.” 
 
    “Thank you, Gondabar, King’s Master Ranger, and our leader,” Dolbarar said. 
 
     He went on to describe all that he had been through, from the poisoning to the discovery of the betrayal, the pain, disappointment and suffering when he had found out what was happening, and the terrible threat posed by the Dark Rangers.  
 
    “I am alive by the grace of the Ice Gods and by the heroic performance of a group of young Rangers who went beyond the call of duty to save my life. I cannot thank them enough for saving my life and unmasking the traitor, Eyra. It breaks my heart to know that someone I trusted like a sister could have betrayed me in this way. It also shows us how dangerous they are, and I very much fear that they are among us. Even here, at this moment.” 
 
    Dolbarar’s words awoke an outburst of comment which Gondabar had to quell with firm gestures. 
 
    “He’s a very good man,” Lasgol said to Egil. 
 
    “He certainly is.” 
 
    Dolbarar went on: “I feel that I am responsible to a considerable extent for what has happened, for not realizing that something was not right, that Eyra was conspiring, poisoning the minds of young Rangers, recruiting those we had rejected to join a secret organization which is acting against us and against the good of the kingdom. Because of that, I beg your forgiveness. I have failed you.” His voice was choked by feelings of sorrow, rage and guilt. 
 
    “It’s not your fault. You couldn’t have known,” Gondabar told him, and Sigrid and Oden added their support. 
 
    The remainder were divided between those in favor of Dolbarar and those against. 
 
    Gisli and Annika expressed their full support for the current leaders, both Gondabar and Dolbarar, and of course Sigrid. But Ivar and Engla were far more critical. Ivar suggested changing their system of organization for a more decentralized one, which would not depend on sending information to the capital and waiting for decisions to come back, but instead would allow them to make decisions quickly by themselves. This approach was not well received by Gondabar and Dolbarar, but was more popular with other leaders.

    “Great achievements also require great sacrifices,” said Sigrid. 
 
    “Some sacrifices, such as the lives of the aspirants to Specialism, are not acceptable,” Dolbarar told her. 
 
    “This is not the time to be cautious. Our enemies are not. They’re trying to destroy us. With a force of Super Specialists, they’d have no chance. We’d destroy them. Think hard about it.” 
 
    Again the murmurs filled the hall, but they were more divided this time.  
 
    “That proposal has always been considered too risky,” Gondabar told her. “In fact you promised not to go on with those experiments after the problems which arose, and which involved the loss of human lives.” 
 
    “More human lives have been lost, and more will be, in this entanglement with the Dark Rangers.”  
 
    “That may be so, but the experiments cannot start again without the approval of the leadership,” Gondabar reminded her, and there was a clear warning in his voice.

She wore a white bearskin, and her hair, which was also white, hung in multiple braids on either side of her face. She looked like a witch of the snows.     
 
    Gondabar introduced her as Brenda Noita.
